7:10 pm Special Permit 337 & 339 Long Pond Road – continued -and a Request for an Amended Order of Conditions (DEP file #167-0335)  Michael and Sally Gordon. A Special Permit is requested to perform work within the Water Quality Protection District for the deconstruction of 2 single family homes and replacement with a new single family home replacement; upgraded septic system, new utilities, grading, landscaping and associated site work.  Sedimentation control would be installed to protect wetland resources. The proposed work is within 300 feet of Round Pond.  Requested amendments to order of conditions do not change purpose of construction of single family house. The building would be changed to a one story building with a crawl space. Other amendments concern siting of septic system and garage. The changes proposed would ( the builders think) result in a reduction of the amount of construction and hard structure within the wetland jurisdictional area.
7:20 pm NOI - 0 Brookside Drive, Map 38/ Lot 15, filed by Institute for Living Judaism- continued- The proposed work is to dredge material from Camp Eisner Pond. The affected resource areas are Bordering Vegetated Wetlands, Bank, Land Under Water, Riverfront Area and Bordering Land Subject to Flooding. The proposed work would impact Land Under Water and Bordering Vegetated Wetland and Riverfront area.
