7:00     NOI - Maple Ave., Map 30, Lot 45; filed by George Beebe - continued.  The proposed project will provide flood protection and bank stabilization along approximately 600 feet of the left bank of the Green river while providing excess compensatory flood storage.

7:10   NOI - 974 Main Street; filed by Richard & Beth Larkin – continued. The purpose of the work is to stabilize approximately 600 linear feet of stream bank along the Green River. The project will incorporate blocky rock, root wads, a tree revetment and live stakes.

7:20  NOI – 0 Brookside Drive, Map 38 / Lot 15; filed by the Institute for Living   Judaism – continued. The proposed work is to dredge material from Camp Eisner Pond. The affected resource areas are Bordering Vegetated Wetlands, Bank, Land Under Water, Riverfront Area and Bordering Land Subject to Flooding.

7:25  RDA – 59 Blue Hill Road; filed by Joyce Butler & Richard Wilcox. The proposed work is construction of an attached 22’ x 26’ garage adjacent to an existing single family home in a Berkshire Scenic Mountains Act Area.

7:30  RDA – Lake Mansfield Beach Park Area, Lake Mansfield Road; filed by the Great Barrington Parks & Recreation Department. The proposed work will include the removal of 3 dead and 1 severely diseased tree and the removal of stumps currently existing in the park area. A 204’ re-vegetation area is proposed in the buffer zone of Lake Mansfield.

The proposed work is construction of a 22’ x 38’ free form gunite swimming pool with the associated pool filtration system, including a 15’ x 42’ stone terraced pool area in a Berkshire Scenic Mountains Act Area. Additional improvements to the parcel include the extension of the existing boulder retaining wall and the incorporation of stone steps and general landscape installations to the north of the house.
