Webby stated that the Planning Board approved the subdivision with underground utilities and he was not in favor of a pole being put up.  Yeoung was going to look into this but he not present.  Millias said that he would not necessarily know as he is only working with is what the request was.  Roy asked Webby if he did not want the BOS to approve the pole and he said yes.  His recollection of the hearing was that somebody was going to check with the Planning Board to see if the subdivision was still in effect, which he believes it is.  His thought is if they are going to go overhead they would have to go back to the Planning Board and get a waiver.  Roy said that they are not here to speak to that and Seelig added he is not sure if the subdivision is in existence or still going on because we have not accepted it.  
Garron asked if they should deny the request at this time until we get more information and Roy said yes.  Seelig said they could reapply or go to the Planning Board and ask them to make the change.
