PATROL OFFICER NEGOTIATIONS
Garron stated that they were not specific about anything but presented the following:

· Education incentive
Seelig pointed out that if we are not spending money on it then it is not that important.
· Step consolidation 

Roy thought that they should look at something.
· Weekly pay period 

This is not going to happen as everyone would have to be changed over.

· Longevity pay

   They want what W&P employees have.  Receiving longevity is based on

   years as well as hours worked per week.  Part timers who are entitled

   must work 20-40 per week.  The department has two part timers: Hall
   who worked 57 (fy13) and Gaynor who worked 288 (fy13).
· Physical fitness incentive

This would have to be taxable.

· Clothing allowance not taxed

Willing to work with them on this.

· Sgt. position in union if they forfeit the position and re-enter as a patrolman

· Revolving fund

Hard to say that whoever is requesting the police detail (ex. National Grid) will pay upfront but if something can be worked out then the Board is okay with it.

· Salary increase over the next 3 years

· Night differential as a percentage

Seelig would be happy taking a look at this.

· Compensation time

Seelig stated that this complicates the situation.

· Officer in charge pay

There are two shifts a week where there is no sergeant.  The chief said he’ll make a list of duties that need to be completed. 
Garron asked them to go back and prioritize the above list.
