FIRE CHIEF CONTRACT
Garron has met with Chief Carrico and he is requesting a 2% increase for year one, two and three with no changes in the language.  He has provided the Board with an outline of a several Fire Chief’s salaries within the surrounding towns, his accomplishments since being hired and list of grants that he has been awarded.  Garron stated to Carrico that he cannot guarantee the increase but will present to the Board.  Garron noted that he has done a great job at the station and has worked very hard to achieve that.  He added that we now have a full department, all the firefighters are certified as paramedics and that the chief has turned the moral of the station around.

Garron asked Schleiff and Roy what they thought of 2% for the first year and zero for year two and three.   Also he said that the Finance Committee needs to be aware of what the chief is asking for. 

Schleiff stated that he has no problem with the 2% increase but wanted to point out that past requests from Carrico for items that he has needed have been granted and we might want to make him aware of that. 

Roy suggested that they take Chief Carrico’s request under advisement.
