Closing Comments: Chairman O’Brien announced that the Budget Committee should be available to meet following the School Deliberative Session on February 7th, as well as the Town Deliberative Session on February 10th
Town voting will take place on March 13th, followed by the initial monthly Budget Committee meeting on March 15th, which will include any newly elected Budget Committee member
