OLD BUSINESS
Flyers- Mrs. Harrington was reminded to pick up the surplus flyers from Hampstead Print and Copy.
NRRA- Mr. Kowalski asked to be enrolled for the NRRA Conference for Monday.  Mrs. Harrington will submit the application.
Single Stream- It was noted that Bestway seems to be hand sorting the recycling in the truck at the curb.  Ms. Cabral stated that they were told by Bestway that they could handle the single stream recycling and that they had the trucks to do it.  Mrs. Harrington was asked to contact Bestway (copy all on the email) and see if they are hand sorting and why.
Business/Apartments and recycling options- The committee agreed that they are interested in seeing if Bestway can provide a 10 yard container to be located at the town garage for residents that don’t have curbside pick up to use for recycling.  They would like to have a three month trial.  Selectmen Lindquist will bring it up at the next Selectmen’s meeting to get approval to locate it at the garage and Mrs. Harrington will contact Jon Worthen, the Road Agent to get his permission.  She will also contact Bestway to see what the cost would be.  There was discussion as to whether or not the complexes in town that are not serviced by Bestway (through the Town) should be sent notification of the new option.  Mrs. Harrington will get a list of the complexes and mailing addresses.  
Compost Bins- The 10 bins that were ordered are all accounted for and sold.  There are three people that were interested in getting bins as well.  The committee agreed that more compost bins (up to 5) could be ordered, if they are still available.  

Student Video’s- Mr. Bracken will contact Mr. Pimental at HMS to find out the status of the videos and when they would be able to view them.  The Committee also needs to look into getting the prizes.  

Mr. Kowalski motioned to spend up to $275 (total of $300 less the $25 certificate received) for prizes on the scholastic videos.

Judging Criteria-It was agreed that the judging was up to the RAWD committee.  The discussed the following criteria:

Clarity, Information given, Informative, Entertainment, Appeal, Creative, Flow of information/and Continuity.  They believe the videos are going to be about 3 minutes long.  The winning presentations should be done at the School Board meeting which is scheduled for June 14th.  At the RAWD meeting on June 8th the winners should be determined.  They will score the videos on a scale from 1-3 with 3 being the highest.

Ms. Cabral asked that all the participants be given a token of thanks for participating.  It was suggested maybe gift certificates for I-Tunes for $1 or to Flying Cow for ice cream, or just print out certificates.  She believes that there is a template that she can get to use.  They will ask Mr. Pimental for a number of overall participants and see that they are all given the thank you by the teacher at school.
