I. New Business:

2. Discuss Board of Health meeting schedule. The next meetings were scheduled for Tuesday, June 10, 2014 at 6:30pm.
3. Transfer Station

a. Discuss Safety Issue- The Board discussed the idea of a Safety Policy at the Transfer Station.  Several residents and the Town Administrator were involved in the discussion.  The residents that were in attendance did not see the need for a policy.  The Board noted the views of all present.  The discussion was tabled until the next meeting.
b. Designated employee parking area – Chris Callahan was present at the meeting.  He does not want to park along the dirt area, as it is not town owned property.  The property is owned by Presidential Titanium.  Chris was advised not to park alongside the dumpsters. 
c. Operating hours – Mr. Amado requested a list of opening and closing procedures for the transfer station.  There have been complaints noting that the transfer station is closing prior to 4:45pm.
d. Discuss updating regulations i.e. PAYT – PAYT information m
e. ust be added to the current regulations.  Board members received copies of the current regulations to review prior to the next meeting.
f. Approve closure for Monday, June 30 for transition day – Motion by Mr. McSweeney to allow closure of Transfer Station for 1 day, Second by Mr. Amado. 2-0. Mr. McSweeney would like a punch list of all items the need to be complete on June 30, 2014.
g. Vote on Secure-a-Lot – The Health Agent would like the Board to review the Secure-A-Lot program and see if it is something that the Transfer Station could benefit from.
h. New Transfer Station stickers – A new sticker will be available to residents on June 9, 2014.  Stickers will be Orange and will be valid until July, 2016

1. 367 Maquan Street – One of the owners of the property, Mr. Williamson, came before the Board to discuss the 45 day approval window.  The Board made the discussion to allow the BOH office to hold the plans until the owners come to a decision on whether they will be installing a new system.
