NEW BUSINESS

I. New Business:
1. Discuss Board of Health meeting schedule. The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, July 1, 2014 at 6:30pm.
2. Call Down List- Should an Emergency occur and the Health Agent is not available the following call down listing should be used.  Call downs should be as follows: 1st- Chairman, Gilbert Amado, 2nd-Vice Chairman, Terry McSweeney, 3rd- Member, Richard Edgehille.  If Nancy Funder is needed, she will be contacted by a Board member.

3. Hazardous Waste Day – SSRC would like the Town to have another HW day in 2014.  The Board does not see the need to have 2 collections in a calendar year. There is no funding for in the FY15 budget for a HW day.
4. Online Permitting – The Board would like to allow businesses to have the option of filing permit applications in paper form or via computer.  The Health Agent has asked the Town Administrator for a computer to use for permitting purposes.  The computer would be placed in the hallway for use by residents and business owners to complete the online permitting applications.
5. Transfer Station

a. Discuss Safety Issue - The Board discussed the idea of a Safety Policy at the Transfer Station.  Several residents were involved in the discussion.  Some residents in attendance commented that having political activity and/or non-profit organizations i.e. sale of girl scout cookies, at the transfer station should be permitted.  The Board did agree with the following: The groups must be Hanson affiliated.  Anyone interested in conducting activity at the Transfer Station should notify the BOH office. The office will then notify the Chairman.  The TS Manager must advise anyone that is conducting political/fundraising activities at the TS where they are permitted to be and what they are allowed to do i.e. they must stay in a designated area, no entering into the flow of traffic. The Manager has the authority to limit the number of people each group has at any one time at the TS to alleviate overcrowding.
b. Designated parking area – Cars belonging to persons that are conducting various activities, other than disposing of trash, at the Transfer Station should park their vehicles well away from the flow of traffic and the compactors.  They should ask the TS Manager where to park their vehicle.  New lines have been painted at the TS.  This should help with the flow of traffic.
c. PAYT Update – Flyers were mailed out to all Hanson households, The TS will be closed on Monday, June 30 for a transition day, new stickering of all vehicles has begun.  Residents must obtain a sticker by July 31, 2014, bags are beginning to arrive in stores and all stores should have their orders by June 18, 2014.  All town buildings, excluding schools will be required to recycle and use the Orange PAYT bags.  The Town Administrator is working on implementing this plan.
6. Septic plans before the Board for approval
a. 505 Liberty Street – The Board requested the engineer come before the Board at the next meeting.
II. Old/Unfinished business:
III. Any business that has come in since this agenda was posted:
1. 367 Maquan Street – A visitor to the BOH office, having seen the broadcast of the previous BOH meeting, stated that they thought if the Board had the plans, revised or otherwise, that the Board needed to act within 45 days to approve or disapprove the plan.  The Board stated that that was not the case.  The Board stated that they cannot act on an incomplete plan.
2. Propane Tanks – a vendor needs to be located for the propane tanks at the transfer station.  The Health Agent will look into finding a vendor to remove the tanks.
3. The Health Agent will be unavailable for water testing from July 3 –July 13, 2014.  The agent needs someone to conduct the testing.  Mr.  Edgehille will conduct the testing.  Ms. Tramontana will provide Mr. Edgehille with the testing bottles and the chain of custody paperwork.
