NEW BUSINESS

I. New Business:
1. Discuss Board of Health meeting schedule. The next meetings are scheduled for Tuesday, August 12th and Tuesday, September 2nd at 6:30pm.
2. S.S.R.C. contract timeframe – Claire Galkowski came before the Board to discuss the renewal of the contract with South Shore Recycling Cooperative.  The Board was interested in an annual contract.  Claire noted that Kingston Town Counsel stated that a Town Meeting vote is not required for contract renew, due to new legislation.  The BOS has the authority to sign the contract.  Claire explained that all member contracts must be identical and are for 5 years.    The Town would have the right to cancel the contract mid-term with a vote from Town Meeting.  The Board would like an Article added to the Warrant for October, 2014 town meeting.  The money for the contract has already been funded in the BOH budget.
3. Discuss PT Disposal Area Attendants hours.  The Health Agent asked the Board members what they thought of adding another full time position at the Transfer Station.  The Board would like an Article added to the Warrant for October, 2014 town meeting.

4. PAYT Grant discussion – Mr. Edgehille read a letter into the record. (See attachment) Mr. Edgehille made a motion to rescind the Private Hauler Regulations, Mr. McSweeney 2nd for the purpose of discussion only.    A few residents were present to state their opposition to the PAYT Grant Regulations.  Mr. Amado stated that the haulers in the area are all well aware of the MASS Solid Waste Ban.  Mr. McSweeney stated he had already stated his approval of the Hauler Regulations.  He is also against rescinding the Grant because the Town would be ineligible to apply for any DEP grants for the next 3 years and the Town would have to return the $18,000 PAYT grant already received.  Mr. Amado noted that the BOH has received over $40,000 in grant money since 1993. Mr. Edgehille restated is motion to rescind the Private Hauler Regulations, no second. 1-2 to rescind.  The Regulation stands.
5. Mr. Vess came before the Board to discuss the Transfer Station safety issues.  Mr. Amado and Mr. Vess agreed to meet at a different time and prepare a written document to address any Transfer Station safety issues and report back to the Board at a later date.

6. Septic plans before the Board for approval

a. 5 Woodland Drive – Deed Restriction- Sieve & Distance to groundwater – Mr. Edgehille made a motion second by Mr. McSweeney, to approve the septic plan. 3-0
b. 1000 Whitman Street - Deed Restriction- Distance to groundwater 4’-3’–Brendan Sullivan came before the Board.  Mr. Sullivan must notify the abutters regarding property line setbacks, prior to the BOH next meeting on August 12th.  This will be added to the agenda for the next meeting.

c. Map 1, Lots 1256, 1250, East of 935 Monponsett St. – The lots for this plan are not all owned by the same individual, all lots are not listed on the plan and the plan lists Monponsett St. as the address.  The address would be Snow Street.  The Board requested to have the plan returned to the homeowners, until such time as Planning and Zoning approve the lots.  At a minimum the lots must be combined or provide an easement.
