Discuss locations and cultivars to plant in 2013:

Southwest of library (3 Hawthorn per previous discussion)

Mass Ave and Bolton Rd triangle (red or other oak)

First grade planting out by horse chestnut; south side of chestnut and pavement (red oak or sugar maple or ?)

Replace “dead” oak at Pond Rd and Bromfield drive (another oak or a Katsura; availability?)

West of General store; septic work makes this location highly questionable

Separately, we need to grind stumps in the town center, trim #40 off roof if possible and spread aged woodchips on many trees to keep the DPW mower away.

Proposed Guidelines for Memorial Trees 

-The Elm Commission, with the guidance and supervision of the Tree Warden, will perform the planting and subsequent care of memorial trees.

-Appropriate species and location will be determined by the Tree Warden in consultation with the Elm Commission and the Parks and Recreation Department. 

-Approval of a Memorial Tree will be made by the Elm Commission and the party with land jurisdiction; however, input from the donor and other groups will be solicited at an Elm Commission public meeting (often on location).

-Upon formal approval of location and two potential species, a donation will be made to "The Town of Harvard" in care of the tax deductible Harvard Tree Fund (the minimum recommended tree donation is $500 per tree). This cost includes the tree itself (~2-3" caliper), transportation of said tree to the approved site and any other costs associated with it’s planting, such as soil amendments, staking, aged tree chip mulching etc.

-No memorial markers are permitted. Once the tree is planted, the Tree Warden, Elm Commission and Park and Rec. will make all decisions in regards to the tree's care.
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
