Volume of commercial trash is down.  Non-resident commercial

Non-residents will not be allowed to bring 

leaves or other organics, effective as of January 1, 2012.  BP will track 

who is getting stickers.  Motion was seconded by Pat, with all in favor

trash other than BP allowed.  The Town sets fees and should look into 


increasing revenues.  Sam will speak to Paul Blazar and the Board of 


Selectmen about opening up the Transfer Station to other towns.


    2.2
Community Transformation Grant


There is no final dollar amount as of today.  The goals of the grant are 

to reduce death and disability in high risk populations by 5% from 


tobacco, heart disease and stroke; and the rate of overall population 


from obesity within 5 years.  Sam believes that results will be seen 


quicker if the focus is on high risk groups.  Jim thinks the focus 


should be on childhood obesity, tobacco is too difficult and 



heart/stroke doesn’t allow enough time to track results.  Dan said that 

the smaller communities would find it easier to design and monitor 


programs  and would need active intervention.  Sam considers the 


grant to be seed money and wants to work with doctors, hospitals and 


insurance companies, ie: conducting healthy home inspections after 


asthma is diagnosed or current patient is released after an attack.  


Municipalities will need to look at policy changes such as smoke free 


public housing or removing candy from schools.
