Grant applications 
There is a $200K “big idea grant” from MWHF that Sam is considering to form a regional health district for community health.  

MA Health has been approved to do global payment reform and will pay Accountable Care Organizations (ACO) a lump sum per patient to provide a more comprehensive coordination of care.  Each ACO must work with a local health board.  Sam has been in discussion with Tufts, BMC and U MA Memorial to set up a formal program with us for community based programs
