The Agent is applying for a Certificate of Appropriateness for the business at 29 South St to put up new siding on building and dormer on the front of the building using cement board shakes and cement board clapboard siding.

Colors per back-up information with application.  Provide two (2) new white, aluminum clad wood windows (Anderson – manuf.)to the street-side elevation.  Replace two (2) existing exterior doors with Jeld-Win (manuf.), “Aurora” (name of series), custom, and fiberglass doors.  Provide one (1) additional egress door from patio (new main entrance) - Jeld-Win “Aurora”.  No additional exterior lighting is a part of this application.  Provide one (1) black aluminum fence gate for HP access directly to the patio.  It was determined that the size of the building is in excess of 5,700 sf. Provide facade mounted sign at the second floor, right corner – to match size, materials and colors of existing sign located around the tower corner.  Should the FEMA and Town regulations allow the following for this building:  provide Glen-Gary, Landmark item “Granite” on cement board on PT 2x4 framing at all of the existing lattice conditions below the main floor slab. As submitted and with subsequent addition to it with the proposition of vinyl shake, color detail and placement, heather stone color of choice, stand alone building, cost, weather free standing building.
