Meeting called to order by Chair at 4:15 p.m.

Guest Presentation:  Connie Kruger, Mass Housing Partnership
Connie Kruger presented information regarding her organization, the Mass Housing Partnership (MHP) and the types of opportunities that Hull should be thinking about as it starts to look at affordable housing.   C. Kruger suggested that the AHC determine who its allies will be, e.g. Housing Authority, Wellspring, local businesses, etc.   She also agreed that the best place to start is with education to dispel myths about affordability.  She advised that MHP has small amounts of grant money to enable the AHC to conduct an inventory of Hull’s existing affordable housing and for education efforts.  MHP has $1,000 grants available for community forums.  Regarding accessory apartments, Ms. Kruger was only aware of one successful amnesty program and suggested that we look at Barnstable’s model.  Additionally, Ms. Kruger directed the committee to CHAPA for reference resources in general and specifically as to tax title properties.  The AHC also discussed priority funds through Mass Housing administered by DHCD for planning and pre-development.  Such grants are typically project specific and very competitive.

V. Harte discussed some possible ideas regarding affordable housing that Wellspring is considering.  V. Harte will research possibility of submitting a joint grant for MHP money on behalf of the Town of Hull and Wellspring.
