Town Counsel had avised that if the Board wished to object it must be done by April 7h.  Lampke had also described the process that requires a public hearing.


Meschino stated that rather than spending in stores, the customers will buy tickets and then go home, and that is not value added; and Reilly said he has no philosophical opposition, but would like to know how the establishments feel about it.  We need to hear from the business people and will not support it at this time.
