The meeting of the Hull Board of Selectmen was called to order after 7:35 pm on Tuesday evening, March 24, 2009, at the Hull Municipal Building, 253 Atlantic Avenue, Hull, Massachusetts.

7:30 pm – Chief Hollingshead – re: 1) Hull Medical Center Donation

Fire Chief Robert Hollingshead announced that the Hull Medical Center is presenting a donation of 12 defibrillators to the Police and Fire Departments, along with two beach access wheelchairs and recognized Lawrence Kellem and Leonard Colten, two of the original founders of the Hull Medical Center, which is now operated by Manet Community, Inc.


Kellem spoke about the difficulties that he and Leonard Colten faced establishing the health center many years ago, followed by some of the difficult financial times keeping it operational that they encountered.


Kellem said that the new defibrillators have improved technology, such as charging its own battery.  The donation amounts to $26,412.32.


Chief Hollinshead and Police Chief Richard Billings each presented Certificates of Appreciation to Kellem and Colten followed by the applause of the audience and Selectmen who thanked both Kellem and Colten for the generous donation.

Chief Hollingshead and Deputy Chief Chris Russo discussed the Emergency Management Committee and the Citizens Emergency Response Team (C. E. R. T)


Russo said he wants to involve more citizens in the CERT program that needs revitalization so he plans to hold training classes on a Monday night from 6:30 pm to 9:30 pm for six weeks.

Debt Exclusion Ballot Question

Shall the Town of Hull be allowed to exempt from the provisions of proposition two and one-half, so called the amounts required to pay for the bonds issued in order to (1) renovate the Memorial Middle School; (2) renovate the Jacobs Elementary; (3) purchase the lot at the corner of N Street and Nantasket Avenue; (4) undertake a study pertaining to a desalination project; (5) purchase a new computer system; and (6) renovate the bluff system at Green Hill.

Blackall had prepared a list of bullets for discussion of the requirements for issuing licenses for Town-owned property to include the railroad bed, and railway station land, but not paper streets.


He said he read the 1992 railroad bed study report, and said it was excellent.  He thanked Roger Jackson, who chaired the committee. Blackall suggested there should be a fee for the use of town-owned land, and that he would like to see a committee formed to advertise the Board on Town-owned land issues.  Several suggestions were made as to the membership of a committee.  The matter was tabled until after the scheduled public hearing.

The Chairman opened the hearing and swore in witnesses.  Present were Jim O’Brien and Attorney David Kellem, representing the applicant.


Kellem said that the applicant wished to extend the license to include the new deck that is fenced with ornamental wrought iron, the new addition and retail fish market.  He described the various public amenities that have been added to the site.  No one spoke in opposition.
