Minutes

The meeting of the Hull Board of Selectmen was called to order at 7:34 pm on Tuesday evening, March 2, 2010, at the Hull Municipal Building, 253 Atlantic Avenue, Hull, Massachusetts

Present: John Reilly, Chairman; Domenico Sestito, Vice Chairman; Christopher Olivieri, Clerk, and Dennis Blackall, Member. Also present were: Philip Lemnios, Town Manager, and James Lampke, Town Counsel.

Joyce Sullivan, Health Agent and Town Nurse, announced that there is to be a Health and Wellness Fair at the Memorial School on March 13, 2010 between 3:00pm and 2:00 pm .

7:30 pm – 8:50 pm were applicant appointments for the Conservation Committee – Jesse Platt; Hillary Cameron (who was unable to attend due to a misunderstanding) and Sean Bannen. Also Judith Hass and John Meschino who are seeking re-appointment,

Kyle Shaw, a Physical Education Teacher, and lifeguard for nine years at Cape Cod s was present.  The Chairman read his letter that explained his interest in starting a surf camp. perhaps at the A Street opening of the Nantasket Beach from 9 am to 1 pm during weekdays. He added that a fellow lifeguard and professional surfer at Nauset Beach would be working with him and he would be fully lifeguard certified, including First Aid, AED, First Responder, and CPR,

He added that he is unsure as to what steps need to be taken to legally run a business on Hull’s beach.

Olivieri said he thought it to be a great idea and suggested that Shaw meet with the Park and Recreation Committee, and Lemnios added that he would need liability insurance. He added that checking with Park & Recreation may be helpful.

Town Manager


Lemnios spoke about he meeting with the Board of Library Trustees at Hingham in regard to the library situation not permitting Hull residents to use the Hingham Library. He said they voted “no” even though we meet the minimum hours, we allowed them to use our sewer system saving them millions of dollars as Old Colony Library network management.


He stated that Public Works, Fire Department and Police Department coordinated the move from the Jacobs School to the Memorial School during the overwash, and added that there are three more cycles of tides.
