Minutes

February 8, 2011

The meeting of the Hull Board of Selectmen was called to order on Tuesday evening, February 8, 2011, at the Hull Municipal Building, 253 Atlantic Avenue, Hull, Massachusetts.

Present: Dennis Blackall, Vice Chairman; John Brannan, Clerk; Christopher Olivieri and John Reilly, Members. Also present were: Philip Lemnios, Town Manager and James Lampke, Town Counsel.

Not Present: Domenico Sestito, Chairman

The renewal of the temporary notes for the ongoing dredging and sewer projects was discussed.  

Motion – Olivieri
To approve the temporary note for 2.9 million for a term of 6 months with a maturation date of August 15, 2011.

Commenting on the recent power loss, Rhoda Kanet from the audience talked about the Town having an emergency phone line that would be used to access information when the power/cable is out.  Town Manager explained that the main phone number for Town Hall has the emergency information when needed.  Town Manager spoke about the 2 main electric lines that come into Hull from Weymouth.  The main transformer is in Hingham.  One of the main lines went down and the second line was shut down while the other, damaged by storm damage, was being repaired.  National Grid has been contacted to upgrade the line and it would be a 3 – 4 million dollar fix for something that only generates about 200 hundred thousand dollars of revenue.  The other option being considered is to piggy back with Hingham because they are upgrading service to commercial properties.  Lemnios explained that Hull Light does not generate power.  

The request from the Beach Management Committee was discussed specifically the realignment of the traffic pattern during the summer months.  The Chief of Police was asked to do a survey.  The suggestion of putting different color stripes on phone poles was mentioned to aid lost children, but it was felt that it would make no difference and would not be done.  There is a warrant article for the annual town meeting banning smoking on the beach.  Beach Management is scheduling beach grass planting.

7:40 pm – Glen Kelly – Class II Used Car License (Continued Hearing)

The Vice-Chairman swore in audience members who wished to speak on this subject.  Lemnios updated the Board regarding the site visit.  Blackall and Brannan did a site visit early this week.  Kelly said that there will be no unregistered cars at the site. Brannan discussed the parking problems in the area.  Joanne Barry spoke against the license.  Mr. Stephens spoke in favor with no vehicles being on the site.  Pat Finn spoke in support also.  Lampke explained the process if there is a violation (unregistered cars at the site).
