OLD BUSINESS

7:35 p.m. – Parking Committee Recommendations

Reilly addresses the audience about Parking Recommendations which includes parking restrictions (i.e., Bay Street and Sagamore Hill) and asks the audience what their views are regarding this matter, whether for or against it.  Olivieri and Brannan recused themselves and will not be present for this discussion.  

For:  Dino Funari, 17 Hillside Road – Cautions the BOS to think of this issue beyond summer as there are problems all year around with parking and residents not having another options.  Jon R. Mongeau, 21 Hillside Road – He had seen people block the entrance to his home and has been verbally threatened.  Plus it’s a good selling point in case people  sell their homes.  Tina Mongul, Moreland Avenue - the parking issues affects everyone all year, beyond summer, as people park and block her driveway.  Audrey B. Cassevoy, 271 Kingsley Road – there are two big signs with all the pertinent information at the beginning of Bay Street on both sides.  If one is going to drive there and disregard the signs, there’s nothing Town can do.  These signs are part of the reinforcement.  Town is  just trying to have everyone have a better life in Hull.  Eleanor M. Travers, 25 Hillside Road – Highly supports the restricted parking.  She’s been to all the hearings and owns property and says that this is a year around problem.  Amy M. Lemkin, 81 Coburn Street – Certain areas are more populated than others.  One of the problems with not being a restricted area is that you have no leverage to call the police for help.   John W. Donahue, 5 Lincoln Ave. – Supports the idea of restricted parking and wishes his street was involved.  Mark Einhorn, 33 Bay Street – He thinks it will improve the area and is in support of the restricted parking.

Against:  Matthew Littlefield, 70 Bay Street – hasn’t heard many people at town meetings that they had issues as he’s been living there for 7 years and never experienced problems.  Frances Andruszkiewicz, 14 Marginal Road – Lived here all her life and never had witnessed people coming on the street and going to the beach.  She started asking other neighbors and two other summer residents when they heard about the parking restriction.  She talked to year around residents and three of them didn’t have issues with it either.  She asked that no decision be made on it immediately. Robert DeCoste of the Parking Committee answered her that he heard that people on Marginal Road expressed their concerns.  In July, any residents can address their concerns at that upcoming meeting.  Cynthia Bowman, Marginal Road – Some people haven’t experienced as much problems as others.  She’s concerned that it’s $14 per car, but $14 per visitor sticker. She asked if there is a way to see if there is a problem on Marginal Road.  Reilly said that there is a parking study committee that had a number of meetings regarding that and he’s relying on information that they presented.  DeCoste said that the number of visitor stickers are unlimited.  Bryan Fenelon, 57 Bay Street – The problem he has with restricted parking is that it will pick neighbor against neighbor.
