Recreation Breakout Summary

Long-term opportunities:

· Investigate use of Hull DPW lot for public parking and boat drop-off

· Investigate private parcel across from Estuary Center for acquisition

· Develop Estuary Center as a point of water access

· Develop map #25 landfill site as a point of true access

· Create a true public access inventory with a description of each site (reference existing kayak guide books for the important information to gather – also Katie Lund has a public access site developed for the Pleasant Bay ACEC)

Suggestions for the brochure:

· Prioritize “guided tour” information over history text currently on draft brochure.  Tour information can include such things as common bird sightings, historical sites, highlighted natural resource areas, a description of fragile habitats, 

· Sell laminated versions for people to take out in their boats

Suggestions for Figure 7.  Inventory of Water Access and Potential Water Access Around the Weir River Estuary

· Immediate TO DO: 1) eliminate points that don’t need research, 2) site visits are needed for remaining points for an inventory (with photos), 3) work with education committee to post information about each site on the web.

· “pedestrian access” needs to be better defined – is this “water access” by foot – meaning people have to carry a boat?  How large are these access sites? What is their capacity?  Are neighbors aware of the use?  What parking is available?

· If this map is to be used on the brochure, sites need to be ground-truthed first and the “potential” access points should be eliminated except for the new Estuary Center

· Parking is only at 18,24, and maybe 3 and 19

· Make tide flats on map more visible
