If aseore of the youngz men who at-
tended the dance last week Thursday

night had brought their partners with
them, they would not have made guvs of
themselves trying to make up sets with-
out any ol the fair ones.

The Newmarket Advertiser was a weekly newspaper, published by F.
H. Pinkham from 1880 — 1932. Every edition of the Newmarket
Advertiser carried columns of news from Lee in addition to news
columns from surrounding towns. These articles give us a sneak
peek into the everyday lives of the people who lived in Lee during
those years.
