MOTOR VEHICLE REGISTRATIONS WILL BE INTERRUPTED AT THE  
TOWN CLERK’S OFFICE FROM FEBRUARY 17TH – 22ND  

The NH Department of Safety, Division of Motor Vehicles will be implementing a new computer 
system (VISION); therefore there will be an interruption of motor vehicle registration for both new 
and renewal processing statewide from 2/17 through 2/21, resuming transactions on 2/22. Please 
feel free to visit the DMV website at http://www.nh.gov/safety/divisions/dmv/ for updates 
concerning this implementation. 
  

What does this mean for Lee residents? 

Simply stated, although the Town Clerk-Tax Collector’s Office will be open as usual, they will not be 
able to complete motor vehicle transactions beginning Friday, February 17th thru Tuesday, 
February 21st . If you need to renew your registration in February, you may renew online or by mail 
and the Town Clerk's Office will process it when they are back on-line or come into the Clerk’s 
Office avoiding Friday – Tuesday, February 17th – 21st. If you have a special circumstance, please 
call the Town Clerk’s Office (603-659-2964), as soon as possible, so that you can be advised on how 
to proceed.

The answer to last week’s trivia question:  According to the Woodman Museum in Dover, NH, the 
last mountain lion was killed on the Cartland Farm by William Chapman of Newmarket in 1853.  This 
Eastern cougar (or mountain lion, the names are interchangeable) was the last cougar killed in New 
Hampshire, and the species was declared extinct in 2011.  Its body was preserved with the crude 
taxidermy of that time which involved stuffing the carcass with straw or paper rather than using 
internal sculptural molds. It was given to the Museum by Chapman's son, Sewall. Despite ongoing 
cougar "sightings" still claimed around the state, the Fish & Game Department reports no physical 
or photographic evidence that the big cat is back in New Hampshire. If you're interested in this and 
more, the Woodman Museum is at 182 Central Avenue, Dover, and is open Wednesday-Sunday, 10 
am - 5 pm.
