- The caller advising that he is your grandchild and is in trouble in a
different country and needs money wired to him.

- The caller, or a pop up message on your computer, advising that he
is from the FBI and your computer contains child pornography, to
unlock your computer you must pay a "fine".

- The caller advising that you missed a jury duty date and unless you
pay a "fine" you will be arrested.

- The caller advising that you have won a lottery and you need to pay
the taxes up front.

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TROUBLESHOOTING EMAIL FILTERS

If your emails to receive the E-CRIER have repeatedly ended up in
your spam folder then your internet provider may have stopped
those emails from coming into your spam folder all together. You will
need to sign up again and indicate that this is not spam.

If this is not the case, then your provider is blocking these emails and
you will need to call them and ask for a ‘whitelist’. This will
essentially turn off their filter so you can receive these emails.
