An application for a Lot Line Adjustment between the applicants Capstone Development Corp. & CDC- New Hampshire, LLC and John B. and Candace L. Shea; for property owned by William and Edna Woodward Revocable Trusts and John B. and Candace L. Shea.  Properties are located on Old Concord Turnpike and are known as Lee Tax Map #06-08-0500 and Durham Tax Map #09-10-0300.  The applicants are purposing to subdivide off 4.4 +- acres of land from the “Shea” parcel and add it to the 16.9 acres proposed for protection by “Capstone” in the Town of Durham as part of a larger development.  This is an application acceptance hearing and possible final hearing.
Dave Garvey, representing the applicant explained that they are hearing tonight with a lot line adjustment which is part of a development plan in the town of Durham. The Town of Durham requested that they add additional protection to the river as part of the project.  To do this, they needed to purchase land from the adjacent landowner, John and Candice Shea.  This land will either go into Conservation Easement or have a deed restriction on the land.

· An application for a Site Review Application for Chuck Cressey, agent for Cedar Swamp Group LLC.  The applicant is proposing retail sales of seasonal products to include, but not limited to: produce, flowers seafood etc.  These items will be sold in a “Farmers Market” type environment with display tables, tents and mobile units.  Properties are located on 46 & 52 Calef Highway and are known as Lee Tax Map #04-03-0000 and 04-03-0200. This is an application acceptance hearing and possible final hearing.  

Chuck Cressey explained his application.  He will be having approximately 4 tables with items for sale on them.  He is providing 12 parking spots.  Atlantic Survey provided everything on a detailed plan.  Chuck Cressey has spoken with Jim Driver and he does not see any issues with the driveway permit.  He will be open daily from 10 am to 8 pm.  June 1st thru September 30th.  There will not be any lighting.  The sign will be 32 sq. ft. 
Allan Dennis explained that the plan looks good except that it all needs to be shifted over 50’. Then looks fine, but everything needs to be shifted over 50’ to met the current setbacks.  To leave it as is, you would have to go to the ZBA for relief, even though he owns the abutting property.

Kevin Crawford explained that due to the horrible economy, he is not going to build his approved buildings on his Rt. 125 site.  He is going to do the excavation work but not the building part.  He would like to place a mobile hot dog stand on the site.  He is only selling hot dogs, chops and soda.  Once the new building is built, this will be removed.  It is a trailer unit, registered etc.
