Ice Skating Rink

Information Kiosk
No word yet on when the kiosk will be finished.

Artificial Turf Field
Geoff tried to get a written commitment from the Oyster River School District but they cannot commit in writing for how many hours they would use it but they did say that they would like to use it.  The Oyster River Youth Association emailed a letter to Geoff about the number of hours that they might use it. Previously, Lee Rec let ORYA know that they would not be charged for use of the field.  Geoff will attend their meeting on March 28.
The grant that Geoff applied for from US Soccer has been denied.  

The warrant article for artificial turf at today’s ballot will have no meaning as the amount was at zero dollars and a yes vote could be interpreted any way.

Phil mentioned again that it is the Recreation Commission’s desire to not use this field so extensively that town of Lee groups cannot get on the field.  Lights are not in the plans.
Geoff was asked if this is on the town ballot in March of 2013 and is voted down can we then move on and plan a grass field?  Yes, if the town gets to vote on this.

Phil brought up again that there needs to be an independent third party group that looks at the numbers to validate the numbers and provide an objective review.

Lee Fall Festival 

Lee recreation Commission will participate in a town-wide event to be held at Little River Park on Saturday, April 7.
Geoff Carlton made a motion that the Lee Fall Festival at Little River Park allow that the Lee Church Congregational, The Fireman’s Association and The Grange have first choice of booth space and fund-raising activity.  Town committees and commissions will have the opportunity to have a booth to raise money for their organization.  Any other outside vendors will pay a fee set by the Recreation Commission and paid into the Lee Recreation Commission revolving fund account to offset the costs of using and maintaining this facility. Phil seconded the motion.  All in favor.
Recreation Commission will commit to providing music during the day and possibly kids activities.
