Minutes
Members present:  Roscoe Sandlin (RS), Chairman, Midge Sandlin (MS), Joe G. Strauch (JGS), Ken Fowler (KF), Jim Sorrentino (JS), Olga Weiss (OW) and Fred Keator (FK).  
 James Jurney, Jr and Scott Pignatelli absent with notification.
Also in attendance: Mary Albertson (MA), Town Planner.   
RS opened the meeting at 7:00 PM.  
MS made a motion to approve the March 23, 2009 minutes, seconded by OW.  The Committee voted 7-0 in favor.
RS offered an update on Triangle Park.  He reported that given the current asking price of $650,000 it will be difficult for the neighbors to raise enough money to match CPA funds.  Discussion ensued regarding the current zoning of the property.  By-right the owner can build one single family house on each lot.  
The members discussed the need to establish a policy on unspent funds.  MA and RS said it is a local policy decision regarding how long the funds can be reserved for a project.  It is possible that the Sawmill Brook housing project will be delayed and the FY 10 funds will not be used until the following fiscal year.  
RS said that a private party made an offer on the Baczek property so this project may not come to fruition.  If the funds are not spent on this project, the funds will be returned to the CPC general fund.  

JGS suggested using CPC funds to prepare a Master Plan for Kennedy Park.  Discussion ensued regarding the use of administrative funds to pay for CPC planning project.  OW suggested funding for historic preservation efforts such as a cemetery restoration plan and updating the historic district inventory sheets.  MA suggested the inventory sheets would be a reasonable planning project.  She also suggested working with the Berkshire Regional Planning Commission to prepare open space inventory maps.  The consensus of the members was to use the money wisely on planning project.  If the money is not used by the end of the fiscal year the members would like it returned to the CPC general fund.
Members agreed that the FY 2011 CPC application deadline will be January 7, 2010.  Members agreed to the following meeting schedule:
