A. Rugg called the meeting to order at 7 PM.  11 
 12 
A. Rugg announced that a request has been made to continue the public hearing 13 
for the Tammy M. Verani 2004 Revocable Trust, Map 17, Lot 34 for a 5 lot 14 
subdivision and Conditional Use Permit to the September 14, 2011 meeting.  He 15 
referenced a letter from project engineer George Chadwick requesting the 16 
continuance (see attachment #1) and entertained a motion to continue the public 17 
hearing.  R. Brideau made a motion to continue the public hearing to 18 
September 14, 2011 at 7PM.  L. Wiles seconded.  No discussion.  Vote on 19 
the motion: 6-0-0.  The public hearing is continued to September 14, 2011 at 20 
7PM. A. Rugg said this would be the only public notice. 21

Administrative Board Work 23 

A.  Regional Impact Determinations 25 
 26 

There were no Regional Impact Determinations to be made. 27 
 28 
B.  Donovan Springs - Fence, Display and Sign requests 29 
 30 
A. Garron stated that this request involves property owned by Donovan Springs 31 
located on the corner of Route 28 and Enterprise Drive that lies within the 32 
Performance Overlay District (POD).  The request is threefold; 1) to install a chain 33 
link fence on the property (which would require any applicable building permits), 34 
2) to display a truck featuring the components that Donovan Spring would add to 35 
such a vehicle, and 3) to add some landscaping along the front of that corner (see 36 
attachment #2).  He asked the Board if the proposed improvements would require 37 
site plan approval or if they could be handled administratively.  A. Rugg said the 38 
request for the sign should go before the Heritage Commission.  A. Garron noted 39 
that the 30 square foot sign, which will stand 118 inches off the ground, complies 40 
with the Route 28 POD requirements.  L. Wiles asked if the sign would be on the 41 
owner’s property.  A. Garron said it would be ten feet back from the property line 42 
along Route 28.  L. Wiles asked if the truck would be placed on the corner for 43 
promotional purposes as opposed to storage purposes.  The Vice President of 44 
Donovan Equipments explained that the intent is to display specially equipped 45 
trucks after they have been fitted and before they are delivered to the customer.  46 
L. Wiles asked if that was compliant with the Route 28 POD.  A. Garron said the 47 
ordinance does allow for display but because no building is associated with that 48 
site, the request has come before the Board.  R. Brideau asked if the area inside 49 
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the chain link fence would be paved.  The response was that there were no plans 1 
to do so.  Attorney Jonathan Boutin said a curb cut and graded drive off of 2 
Enterprise Drive already exists on the property, so no further site work is required 3 
at this time.  A. Garron added that such a request would require site plan review 4 
because of drainage and other issues that would need to be addressed.  L. Wiles 5 
asked what the purpose of the chain link fence would be and was told it is to keep 6 
the public separated from any truck while on display.  The consensus was to allow 7 
the matter to be handled administratively and to allow staff to communicate with 8 
the Heritage Commission regarding the proposed signage. 9 
 10 
B.  Discussions with Town Staff 11 
 12 
A. Garron stated that during a site walk of the Verani property on map and lot 17-13 
34, there was discussion as to how to improve the road.  He subsequently spoke 14 
with the Town Attorney as well as School, Fire, and Police Departments and will 15 
continue to work with the applicant.  A presentation concerning the road 16 
improvements will be made at the September 7 meeting.   17

A. Garron responded to a question from the August 3rd

C. Davies asked if a record of the questions could be presented at Planning Board  23 

 meeting about whether 19 
those questions regarding Woodmont Commons that could be answered by staff 20 
have been posted to the Town website.  Although they have not been posted, staff 21 
continues to answer emailed questions as they come in to the best of their ability.   22 

meetings.  T. Freda asked who is currently doing a traffic study on Pillsbury Road. 24 
 A. Garron said he was fairly sure it was the Southern New Hampshire Planning 25 
Commission (SNHPC) but will check with them at a meeting scheduled for August 26 
11. 27

A. Rugg reminded members that the SNHPC dinner is September 9. 29 
 30 
L. Wiles asked if the SNHPC has done any analysis of the 2010 census data.  A. 31 
Garron had presented some information previously to the Board and will email it 32 
to members.  He will also ask SNHPC if they have any further analysis.   33 
 34 
A. Rugg stated that the Master Plan Steering Committee will be meeting the fourth 35 
Wednesday of each month, although the August meeting has been cancelled.  A. 36 
Garron noted that a subcommittee will be reviewing the Requests for Proposals 37 
and interviewing Master Plan consultants.  Their first task is to review the RFP 38 
itself and ensure the language is appropriate relative to whether the Heart & Soul 39 
is obtained or not.  The Town should know by October or November whether they 40 
were successful in acquiring the grant. 41 
 42 
L. Wiles when the Airport Access Road will be opened.  A. Garron said it is 43 
scheduled to be open by late November which is ahead of schedule.  He added 44 
that a couple of roundabouts are being added to Perimeter Road in order to reduce 45 
the number of traffic lights between the Everett Turnpike and the access road.   46

A. Garron stated that the first meeting of the Capital Improvement Plan 48 
Committee will be held August 18, 2011. 49 
 50 
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A. Garron said that the Town Council will consider authorizing the rehiring of the 1 
Town Planner position at their August 15 meeting. 2
