CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Farrell called the Town Council special meeting to order. This was followed by a moment of
silence for the victims and the families of the horrible events that took place in Las Vegas.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Town Manager Kevin Smith mentioned that the Town will be looking for a historian. Londonderry has
been without a Town Historian since 2010. With the Councils blessing, we would like to go through the
process to find a new Town Historian. The position will be posted in the paper and it will have to be
approved/appointed by the Town Council. The Town Council gave Smith the “ok™ to go forward.

Town Manager Smith also introduced the Boston Post Cane which recently was brought back to Town
Hall after the oldest person in Londonderry passed. Smith stated that we are now looking for the current
oldest person and an advertisement will be posted in the papers.

Chief Darren O’Brien wanted to remind the public about the upcoming Londonderry Fire Department
Open House on Saturday, October 14", All are welcome. Chief O’Brien stated that it will take place
from 12PM — 4 PM.

Vice Chrisman Farrell stated that he was quoted in the Union Leader last week about asking the Town
Council to consider giving one million dollars back to the voters this year. When we are setting the tax
rate we should look at it. A one time. Farrell asked the Town Manager to look into seeing if the Council
can do that. Farrell stated that we have done a nice job at rebuilding and he feels it is time to give back.

PUBLIC HEARING

Motion to open public hearing made by Councilor Green and second by Councilor Butler. Chair votes 5-
0-0. Chairman Dolan introduced Resolution #2017-09, a Resolution relative to the Veterans Tax Credit
Policy with the Town of Londonderry. This is for all veterans who have been honorable discharged and
to their surviving spouses.

Chairman Dolan stated that the State is the author of the
legislation.

Rick Brideau, Town Assessor, stated that you also have to have 90-days active duty to qualify.
There was no other comment from the public.

Fund for various projects. The Order is for $13,200.00 for a small addition on the existing fuel building
behind Central Fire. Motion to approve Order #2017-24 made by Vice Chairman Farrell and second by
Councilor Green. Chair votes 5-0-0.
