I have my own three children but they are older and they 37 
are in school all day.  We do have a fenced in yard and plenty of off street parking. It is not going to make a 38 
difference with the traffic on the road. I don’t know if you know Wilson Road but it is already pretty much a 39 
highway…so…basically that is it. 40

ANNETTE STOLLER: May I ask a question, Mr. Chair? 85

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ANNETTE STOLLER: Have you had any approvals from the State for your daycare? 89

MARY CARCO: I am in licensing procedure right now…this is one of my steps that I have to take is getting 91 
zoning approval before I submit my application for licensing.  92

JIM SMITH: You say you have a fenced in play area? 96

MARY CARCO: It ranges from six weeks until six years old. 104

JIM TIRABASSI: Where is the fence in relation to the house? 106

MARY CARCO: I call it a back yard but it is more like a side yard because the way my house...my house doesn’t 108 
face the street… 109

JIM TIRABASSI: Your driveway faces in the side of your house…faces there…so it is behind the back of your 111 
house. 112

MARY CARCO: Mm-hmm. Yup,  there is a deck out back…I don’t know if you have the… 114

JIM TIRABASSI: Yeah I can see that on the picture. 116 
 117 
MARY CARCO: That…right down those steps is the fence… 118 
 119 
JIM TIRABASSI: Ok…the reason I was asking is because access to it… 120 
 121 
MARY CARCO: Yes, through a sliding door…through the house. 122

JIM TIRABASSI: Ok, thank you.  124

JIM SMITH: Any other questions? [Pause]. If not I will open it up to the public, any comments? Anybody in 126 
opposition?
