Wallace Dole grave marker.
 It has been determined that his death date was never put on the stone. Since he was a ward of the town, it was decided that the selectmen will be billed for the work. Stephanie will do some research on Mr. Dole, the town’s only resident who served in the Mexican Expeditionary Forces prior to World War I. Since he was a member of the Lafayette Artillery, they will be asked to also sign the letter. Jessie will inquire of Medlyn’s for a quote for the cost.

Railroad Picture Book.

Jessie will make a good copy of pictures (some of which were displayed earlier this year at Citizens’ Hall) as well as the text and offer it for sale as a way to earn money for a historical marker for the foundations of the second railroad station.
