There was discussion about the possibility for affordable housing on the following properties:

828 Point Road - the Jenny Garage property.  Mr. Henry suggested that the property had been through site remediation and has paper work to back it up, but would have to pass the 21E.  It was determined that the Trust Secretary would check on what the cost was to clean up the McGee property (185 Wareham Street) had been and possibly what it would cost for the Jenny property.  
760 Mill Street – The Trust Secretary explained that 760 Mill Street is with Fannie Mae now with listed with a realtor.  The Trust Secretary had been told by the Realtor that the property was listed for $129,000 and is currently with Fannie Mae.   It was determined that the Trust Secretary would contact the Realtor again to determine what paperwork would need to be completed in regards to possibly putting in an offer.

776 Mill Street – Mrs. Torres commented that this property was probably not for sale.
