Discussion – Correspondence from the Building Commissioner – Denial of Building Permits, Tabor Academy
Chairman Ryder announced that there would be a meeting at the Music Hall with the Board of Selectman and Representatives of Tabor Academy tomorrow evening at 7:00.
The notification of the second cease and desist was read into record (on file with the Planning Board office) dated July 11, 2011. 
Chairman Ryder explained that he and Vice – Chairman Magauran met with Jay Stroud, Headmaster of Tabor Academy. He was told that the Planning Board would expedite site plan review and peer review. They asked Tabor to apply for the one or more special permits required by the Planning Board and had no response from Mr. Stroud by the Friday deadline.  
After discussion it decided that the Board would encourage the Selectman to follow normal administrative processes under the Towns bylaw be adhered too.
