Commencement – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.
Comments to the ZBA – Tabor Academy Appeal of Action or Refusal to Act by the Building Inspector

Chairman Ryder commented that they have been very supportive of the Building Commissioner and will continue to support his decisions.  The Board would also continue to support the ZBA with regard to anything as far as Tabor is concerned.
The Board discussed the fact that many of the structures such as the score boards and bleachers would come under Site Plan Review and the Planning Board.   Also discussed was the issue of  this being the third cease and desist by the Building Commissioner and the Board of Health had given the fourth cease and desist dated July 19, 2011 (on file with the Planning Board Office).

Chairman Ryder asked Mr. Canto if he was aware of the letter and from Ken Motta.
Mr. Canto explained that he had seen the letter from Ken Motta and had spoken with him. They are getting the drainage calculations and he explained that He, Ken and the other engineer were trying to get through the calculations.  He commented that the system has been working and functioning for four years without a problem. Mr. Canto also supplied a letter from the State saying that they will not allow the sidewalk to be taken out.  He then asked the Board if it was sufficient enough to satisfy the issues of the sidewalk.

Chairman Ryder said that the letter was “pretty cut and dried.”  
Mr. Canto then stated that he would meet with Ken and work on the parking issues.

Chairman Ryder explained that Mr. Canto should sit down with the engineer.

Mr. Canto said that he had plans to Ken Motta last week and they just received the comments from him today.

Member McArdle asked if he would be able to take care of the issues that are on the list.  
Mr. Canto explained that they were still in the process of getting the issues worked on and should be able to get done by the next meeting.  

After discussion it was decided that the applicant needed to get more information in response to Ken Motta’s comments.
