Commencement – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.
Discussion - Proposed ANR Plan – 56 Allen Street c/o Bill Madden

Mr. Madden explained to the Board that the Knott Family and the Welch Families have had a property line dispute for years and have come up with an agreement.  They agreed to move the property line which will take 290 square feet from the Knott property and add to the Welch property.  Currently the lot is nonconforming and they are looking to put an ANR plan on record to solidify the agreed on lot line.  
After discussion it was decided that The Board would consult with Town Counsel to ask if it is within the Boards authority to do what Mr. Madden proposed.  
Continued Public Hearing – J and W Realty Trust – 119 Wareham Street c/o Nate Canto – Amendment to Site Plan/Special Permit
It was explained to Mr. Canto that three Board Members were not in attendance and that there was missing information from the engineers so there would not be any decision made that evening. 

Mr. Canto explained that he, Ken Motta and his engineer would be doing a site visit on Thursday and they were still waiting for storm water calculations.  He would not be available for the next meeting.  
Vice-Chairman Magauran stated that a Special Permit for the Reduction in Parking would be needed.  

The Applicant agreed to apply for the Special Permit for the Reduction in Parking and pay for the certified mailing and advertising fees.  The Board agreed to waive the application fee. 

Motion was made by Vice - Chairman Magauran to waive the special permit application fee, seconded by Member Sweeney.

Old/New Business

Discussion – Proposed ANR Plan – 61 Oakdale Avenue, Allard/Bothelo Families – c/o Lynn Turner

Attorney Turner explained that she represents Mrs. Allard the sister of Joan Bothelo in a dispute that has been going on since 2006.  The families have been back and forth with a number of plans – the Father Mr. Sears deeded out two lots one to each sister and never went through the proper process to have them legally subdivided.  The two sisters are now trying to divide the lots equally.   Attorney Turner presented plans to the Board (on file in Planning Board Office).  
Attorney Turner explained that the larger lot is Mrs. Allard’s the smaller lot is her sisters, Joan Bothello.  She explained there is a tentative agreement to add a smaller lot to Joan Bothello’s property.  She said that the concern was the frontage whether or not it would meet the Boards frontage requirements if it went through an ANR.  
Chairman Ryder presented an e-mail dated August 3. 2011 (on file with the Planning Office).  Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that when you subdivide small lots with multiple dwelling units on them, the requirement is that they have equal frontage on the road and equal area.
Three proposals were presented by Attorney Turner along with engineered sketches:

1.  To have the lot line go through the garage – causes issues with ownership of the garage.

2.  To move the garage – possibly making one lot more nonconforming, affecting the set back requirements.

3.  To have a zigzag lot line – moving the lot line to accommodate the garage.
Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that the question is what degree of flexibility the Board has under the bylaw and it was a question to ask Counsel. 
After discussion it was determined that the Board would consult with Town Counsel.
