COMMENCEMENT – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.
Discussion – The Frigate – 806 Wareham Road c/o Bill Madden

Bill Madden explained that he represented Joe Sauro and they were coming before the Board to have an informal discussion with respect to the piece of property as it exists today and would like input as to what could be done with it.  The restaurant is in a Residential zoned district and has been in existence for 27 plus years.  It is a 2100 square foot building on 1.26 acres with 286 feet of frontage – Title 5 costs would be questionable.  They felt it would not be cost effective to renovate the building and the septic to retain the building as a restaurant.
Mr. Madden and Mr. Sauro brought up the possibility of turning the property into a small affordable housing project although there would probably be issues with tying into sewer.

After discussion it was suggested that they could open up another restaurant without a change of use. Mr. Ryder added that the Town was in need of affordable housing and would be a possibility.   
Mr. Madden then explained that they wanted to let the Board know what was going on with the property and get ideas of what the Town would prefer as a use for the property.

ANR Plan – 56 Allen Street, Valerie and David Knott c/o Bill Madden

Bill Madden presented the application, plans and a Mylar to the Board and explained that this has been a longstanding issue with the two property owners.  There was an agreement between the two parties to create a new lot line with a loss of 290 square feet which would go to the Welches property.
Member McArdle discovered that the restriction suggested by Town Counsel had not been included on the plan.  The restriction as follows:  "The Planning Board's endorsement of this Plan is made pursuant to the limitations of G.L. c.41, s.81-P and shall not be interpreted as granting approval pursuant to the Marion Zoning Bylaw for any lots or structures shown on the Plan or to be constructed in the future.  Nothing in this endorsement shall be read as granting approval or acknowledging conformance with the Marion Zoning Bylaw".

Mr. Madden explained that he would bring the Mylar back during the week with the restriction on it for the Board to sign.

Chairman Ryder confirmed with Mr. Madden that the applicants did know that they cannot subdivide again once it is approved.

Motion was made by Member Gonsalves to approve the ANR plan for 56 Allen Street subject to getting the revised Mylar adding note from Town Counsel onto the Mylar, seconded by Member McArdle.
