COMMENCEMENT – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure. 
ANR Plan, John Kendall, 23 Allen Street c/o GAF Engineering, Paul Matos

Mr. Matoes presented the revised Mylar and plan (dated 11/15/2011 on file in the Planning Office) to the Board which included the required frontage of lot 125 at 200.23 feet.

Chairman Ryder stated that the revisions on the plan had been approved by Town Counsel.

Motion made by Clerk North to approve the plan for 23 Allen Street, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

VOTE: 6-0-0 Member Briggs not yet at the meeting.

Discussion - ANR Plan Habitat for Humanity - 185 Wareham Street
Christine Lacourse and George McTurk explained that the Town purchased 185 Wareham Street for $125,000 – Habitat for Humanity contributed $10,000 toward the purchase of the property.  Habitat proposes to tear down the existing structure and build a new home (Some of Christine Lacourse’s Testimony is inaudible).
Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that the property is approximately four acres and a majority of it is wet. He explained that one way to divide the land is with a comprehensive permit through the ZBA the other is to do an ANR with the Planning Board.   In order for the Board to do that they would need a minimum 15,000 square foot lot.
Member Briggs stated that zoning in that area is a two acre minimum.  The surrounding areas are zoned commercial which are a 15,000 square foot minimum. With a comprehensive permit the Board could possibly support cutting out a 7,000 square foot lot.
Vice – Chairman Magauran asked why the lot size was split up at 7,000 square feet.

Mrs. Lacourse explained that that size was what the Marion Open Space Acquisition Commission (MOSAC) offered to give Habitat.  Part of the reason for the land on the left or right of the proposed lot is to have public access to the land behind the property.

Member Briggs offered to speak to the other Boards to get their support and possibly have the new lot go up against one side of the lot line and to make it a larger.   Right now the proposed lot encompasses the footprint of the current home, the left side of which is very wet; the right side is not as wet.  
After discussion Vice – Chairman Magauran suggested that the Board would be more supportive of a larger lot.   He explained that once Habitat has a plan the Board would endorse it although it looked as if it would still have to go through the Comprehensive Permit process.
ANR Plan – Kenneth Mousette, River Street, Map 9, Lot 20 c/o Land Surveyors, Bruce Malcolm
Mr. Malcom presented the Mylar and explained that they were dividing the 8 acres into approximately two 4 acre rear lots.  
Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that the Board was not endorsing this as a subdivision and not making any determination on the use or the viability for roads.

Motion made by Vice – Chairman Magauran to approve the Mylar, seconded by Member Gonsalves.
