Clerk North explained that he had been working on a power point presentation concerning the future planning of the Town of Marion. He explained that over the next 10 years we are looking at over 50 – 60 mill in capital expenditures. It was questioned what the roll of the Planning Board should be in the capital planning of the Town and if it is the Boards statutory responsibility to develop a plan with the help of the other Boards and Committees.  
Steve Kokens approached the Board and explained that Mass General Law Section 81C does not cover Master Plans but covers the authority of the Planning Board and states that the Planning Board shall from time to time make careful studies and when necessary prepare plans of the resources, possibilities and needs of the city or town.  
Throughout discussion Vice- Chairman Magauran made a motion to authorize the members of the Capital Planning Committee, Town house Advisory and the Building Committee or others, to seek and solicit bids on particular functions and to use our budget (Planning Board) for studies, for example to determine how much square feet is needed for the Town House, to authorize up to $2000 for a quick study of the municipal services, best practices, ideal use of space utilization.  Motion was not voted on at that time.
Motion made by Vice – Chairman Magauran to support the Members of the Planning Board who are also Members of other committees including the Building Committee, the Capital Planning Committee or others where the Planning Boards functions can be utilized to get information and give our support in the form of funds - which right now we have approximately $14,000  in the budget,  to do additional studies and have our members find out what the Planning Board can do to support those committees and find out how we can help, seconded by Clerk North.
