Commencement –Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Discussion – Appointment of SRPDD Representative  
After discussion it was decided that the Board would wait until after the election to appoint a representative if at that time the Board chooses to do so and if a Member volunteers for the position.

Discussion -Part Time Planner SRPDD
After discussion it was decided that the Board Secretary should contact SRPDD to get more information on how a part-time planner would be funded, how and what they would do to help the Town and how a planner would be shared with the other Towns.
Public Hearing – Amendment to Town Zoning Bylaw – Floodplain District – Bylaw Section 3.2.2 
Motion made by Clerk North to open the Public Hearing, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

VOTE: 6-0-0

Clerk North read the public hearing notice into record (on file in the Marion Planning Board Office).  
Chairman Ryder questioned the dates of the flood plain report and how there can be a report dated July 17, 2012.

Mr. Shippey explained that July 17, 2012 is the date when they go into effect and is the ninety day appeal period of the Attorney General.

Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that the new Flood Plain maps need to be adopted to qualify for national flood insurance and if not adopted property owners flood insurance policies would be canceled.  He suggested to the public to find out if they will be in a flood plain and explained that it is possible for a property owner to appeal.  
Mr. Shippey explained that if the Town does not adopt the maps at Town Meeting the Town would not be eligible for any government funds if there is a hurricane or flooding.  The Appeal process for the maps is over but individual property owners can file a LOMAR or letter of map revision.  He suggested that people talk to their insurance companies to find out any changes.

Chairman Ryder explained that any insurance will only cover up to $250,000.  Mr. Shippey added that a rider could be purchased to cover additional costs of structures.

Motion made by Member McArdle to close the public hearing, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

Motion made by Clerk North to adopt the amendment to the Flood District Bylaw section 3.2.2 as presented at meeting, seconded by Vice – Chairman Magauran.

Discussion – Report on Town Planning and Realignment Responsibilities c/o Ted North      
Clerk North presented a handout and explained that he would be discussing Part Two Marion’s Fiscal Condition (on file in the Planning Board Office).  He then went on to review the Town’s revenue, the annual budget, capital forecast, and review the Town’s current and projected debt burdens.
