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Commencement – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

ANR Plan – 7 Cove Circle, Gary Grainger c/o Kevin Forgue, GAF Engineering
Brian Grady presented the ANR plan and application and explained that there are three lots and they are proposing to dissolve the lines to create one lot all under common ownership.
Chairman Ryder confirmed with Mr. Grady that the applicant cannot come back to the Board and subdivide again.
Motion made by Member North to adopt the ANR plan as presented, seconded by Vice – Chairman McArdle.
VOTE: 5-0-1 (Member Gonsalves Recused, Member Magauran not yet present)
Discussion – Indian Cove Boatyard c/o David Davignon, Schneider and Associates

Dave Davignon from Schneider and Associates explained that he was representing Roger Tenglin, Chuck and members of Indian Cove Association.  He handed out a plan (on file in Planning Board Office).  He explained that they have taken over the project back in late July.  They have had wetlands flagged on site and performed and passed percolation test on the three lots.

The concept is similar to what the Board had seen in the past with the boat yard subdivided into three parcels one parcel located solely in Mattapoisett.  The two parcels in Marion are lot 1and lot 2.  Lot 1 would have frontage obtained from Indian Cove Road, that frontage would be taken away from the Indian Cove club house lot located at end of cul-de-sac.  That lot will still have enough frontage and area to be a buildable lot.  Lot 2 could be an ANR lot and will contain 200 feet of frontage along Indian Cove Road. Lot 1 will require them to create frontage from Aucoot Road to create a subdivision through a 4c application. And would create a 12 foot wide gravel cul-de-sac.  Lot one would create a 20 foot wide access road from Indian Cove so would have an access and an address on Indian Cove Road.

A representative of the Indian Cove explained that in order to sell property that the trust owns a minimum of 75% of residents would have to approve the sale, 85% of the 35 residents voted to approve in accordance with the plan submitted.

Member Magauran commented on the narrow right of way from Indian Cove Road and suggested that they submit the proposal to Mr. Motta.  He suggested that they preview the access to Police and Fire before submitting the subdivision Plan to confirm emergency access.

ANR Plan – 43 Converse Road, Kenneth Olney, Anne Marie Anderson c/o Brain Grady, GAF Engineering
Mr. Grady explained that the plan was composed of a property two lots in common ownership.  The plan will dissolve the lot lines to create one lot in common ownership.

Motion made by Vice – Chairman McArdle to endorse the ANR plan as presented, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

VOTE: 7-0-0 

Continued Public Hearing – Definitive Subdivision Plan – River Road, Map 9 Lot 20W (portion) & 35A, Investors Fund Trust c/o Morse Engineering Company, Inc.

Motion made by Member Magauran to open the Public Hearing for River Road, seconded by Member Gonsalves.

VOTE: 7-0-0
Clerk Kokkins read the legal notice into record. 

Chairman Ryder read into record a letter dated September 17, 2012 from the Rob Zora, Superintendent of the DPW stating approval of drainage on the revised plan.
Chairman Ryder read into record a letter from Karen Walega, Health Director, Marion Board of Health, dated September 11, 2012 stating that percolation tests passed.
Greg Morse of Morse Engineering explained the details of the two lot subdivision.  They had met with Conservation Commission; they have closed their public hearing and voted to issue an Order of Conditions.  They also had a site visit with DPW and Field Engineering.  They have made revisions to the plan per the Planning Board comments, comments from abutters and Field Engineering.  The revisions are to the road way grading and drainage (statement of revisions on file in planning Board office dated September 17, 2012).  The revisions will help to divert water away from the abutters on River Road, eliminate the retaining walls and will also help to solve the drainage problems on River Road.  They are in process of obtaining an easement for a swale along the lot line of Stone Rooster Inc.  Mr. Morse noted that in Mr. Motta’s comments that prior to endorsement they would need to obtain a copy of the easement before endorsement of the plan.
Chairman Ryder noted that that easement will be an integral part of the drainage system and asked how difficult it would be to obtain the easement.Mr. Morse explained that he did not know how long it would take to obtain it.

Member Magauran asked if there were options to pipe it through underground. Mr. Motta, Field engineering explained that you could but because of the elevation there is very little vertical difference.  
Mr. Motta commented that they had gone through the waivers and added a few more for the modifications of the design.  They take no exceptions to the waivers presented and feel will be in the best interest for the neighborhood and that area.

It was decided to keep the public hearing open and Mr. Morse was not concerned about keeping the public hearing open.  

Chairman Ryder commented that they would need another letter from Mr. Motta saying that he has reviewed and is an agreement of the waivers submitted.

Chairman Ryder brought up a comment from Mr. Motta’s Review, #6 on street trees.
There was discussion about the landscaping along the subdivision road and the fact that trees would create problems because of shoulder and the utilities.   After discussion Chairman Ryder suggested the present a Landscaping Plan showing shrubs as a substitution to the trees.  
Motion made by Member North to continue the public hearing to October 1, 2012 at 7:10p.m., seconded by Member Gonsalves. 
VOTE: 7-0-0
Member Magauran commented that he and Mr. Ryder may have to sign something in relation to the Mullin rule because they had missed meetings where testimony had been heard.

Discussion – Cumberland Farms
There was discussion about the increased volume of traffic, flow of traffic, delivery times and the possible safety issues at the newly renovated Cumberland Farms.  
It was decided that Chairman Ryder would draft a letter to Cumberland Farms to point out the issues and will have available for the next meeting.  It was also suggested that the Board get input from the Building Commissioner and Lincoln Miller.  

Discussion – Energy Management Committee

Chairman Ryder explained that the Energy Management Committee was hesitant about having Member North on the sub-committee.  The first meeting of the sub-committee will be tomorrow with Jon Witten, Town Counsel attending.  After discussion it was decided that Member North and Member Briggs should remain on the subcommittee.  

Motion made by Member Magauran to offer full support of Member North and Member Briggs to represent the Board on the subcommittee, seconded by Member Kokkins.
