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Commencement –Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Discussion – Cumberland Farms
Chairman Ryder explained that he and Vice-Chairman McArdle had met with representatives of Cumberland Farms, Attorney Doug Troyer, Regional Manager Rick Boyle and Director of Real Estate Mark Russell.  At the meeting there was discussion about parking with regard to the delivery trucks.  In response to the letter from the Planning Board, Cumberland Farms contacted all of their vendors telling them where their trucks could park and when they could make deliveries.  Chairman Ryder and Member Gonsalves agreed that this had been effective and seemed to be helping.  
Also discussed was the lack of parking and how to create parking places. Some solutions identified were:  the removal of the landscaping island, lining up to six additional spaces along Route Six and Front Street and employees parking across the street or behind the building, two deep.

Chairman Ryder commented that after the meeting, as a whole it seemed that Cumberland Farms would do whatever the Planning Board asked them to do.  
Vice – Chairman McArdle explained that they also discussed traffic flow and the possibility of removal of the rumble strip on Route Six closer to Eastern Bank and possibly add directional arrows.  

Vice – Chairman McArdle explained that Cumberland Farms had asked to make the changes in stages and start with the designation of the parking spaces. 
The Board agreed that they should first ask Cumberland Farms to line out the six additional spaces without removing the landscape strip.  In the spring they would reevaluate to see if additional changes would be necessary.
Chairman Ryder explained that Cumberland Farms would replace the dead trees.  He stated that he had told Cumberland Farms that the Board would speak with the abutter regarding a dead tree limb obstructing the sight line when exiting Cumberland Farms.
