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Commencement –Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Discussion – Pam Marean – Town of Marion Grant Writer 
Pam Marean explained that she had been retained by the town to find funding from other sources to enhance the budgets for the Town.  

There was discussion about getting grants through possibly the South Coast Rail project to help with the Master Plan, the possibility of a part-time planner and grants for help with planning around the area of Route Six and 105.  
Public Hearing – David V. and Linda C. Nielson, 203 Front Street, Map 14 Lot 10 c/o N. Douglas Schneider, Special Permit for the construction of a Pier under Sections 2.3.3, 4.2,7.2,7.4.5 and 8.5.4
The Public Hearing Notice was read into record by Clerk Kokkins.

Motion made by Member North to open the public hearing, seconded by Member Gonsalves.
Dave Davignon of Schneider and Associates represented David V. and Linda C Nielson and explained the application. The lot is in Residence A and complies with zoning before May 1, 1996 and is almost double what is required at 1.07 acres and 147 feet of frontage.
Chairman Ryder commented that this was a result of a bylaw which was passed at Town Meeting 2012.  He then asked if there were comments from the Public – there were none.

Chairman Ryder asked the Board if there were comments.  

Member Magauran asked to confirm that the Harbor master had no issues with the length of the pier.  Chairman Ryder had spoken with Mike Cormier, Harbor Master and he had said the proposed pier was no longer than any other piers on Front Street.  

Motion made by Member North to close the public hearing, seconded by Member Magauran.

Motion made by Member North to approve the application for the pier and Special Permit, seconded by Clerk Kokkins.

Old/New Business 
Discussion Correspondence – Energy Management Committee – Solar Bylaw 
Chairman Ryder explained that they had been working on the solar bylaw for six to eight months. 
Member North brought up the possibility of combining the wind and solar bylaw because of the problems that have surfaced in abutting towns.  After discussion it was decided to not create a combined wind/solar bylaw and that the wind bylaw may need to be updated.  
Member North commented that the first issue have to deal with is a public policy issue and if should be treated any differently that a commercial project and the EMC is proposing matter of Right Zoning status which requires us to.  
Jennifer Francis explained the draft by law and table (Draft Bylaw dated 2/11/13 and Summary of Marion Solar PV/Thermal Bylaw dated 2-15-2013 on file in Planning Office) and the fact that the By Right is included in the Overlay District Bylaw and not in the bylaw that addresses roof or ground mounted systems. 
There was discussion about by right and the objective to obtain the Green Communities Status by developing the area around the dump.  It was questioned as to who would assume the liability and if the town would need to increase its insurance.  Also discussed was the cost to participate in the solar garden and if everyone afford to participate.

Jenifer Francis commented that the spot zoning issue has been addressed with John Witten and he said that it was not a problem.

After discussion it was decided that the dialogue should be continued to the next meeting March 4, 2013 and the EMC would make a presentation.  It was decided that the current draft would be e-mailed to the Board Assistant who will distribute to the Board Members.  It was determined that the language would need to be in for the Public Hearing by March 12 to get on the Warrant for Town Meeting.
