Commencement – Vice - Chairman Kokkins called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.  

Discussion – SRPEDD Maps

Clerk Hills explained that updating the SRPEDD maps is an effort as part of the South Coast Rail Project. The revised maps reflected the inputs provided to SRPREDD by Marion representatives. Reference was made to the Maps titled South Coast Rail Priority Area 5-year update 2008 and 2013 (on file in Planning Office). 

Old/New Business
Comments to the ZBA – Sean and Lisa Sweeney, 307 Converse Road

Motion made by Member Ryder to not comment, seconded by Member North.

Vice - Chairman Kokkins asked if there was any discussion.  
Clerk Hills suggested that the Board should comment on ZBA applications and providing comments is not a reflection on how they do their job. 

There was discussion about the need to make comment on ZBA applications and if there is something that is a Planning related item a comment should be made.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of April 1, 2013

It was suggested by Clerk Hills that there be clarification of the subject of Cumberland Farms on page 2 Paragraph 8- regarding continuing discussion of the activity on the Cumberland Farms site. He pointed out that unless Cumberland Farms has violated any of the conditions of the existing orders, the Planning Board should not continue to be involved. It is Cumberland Farms responsibility to request changes needed to resolve circulation problems.
Vice – Chairman Kokkins added that he was misquoted and actually said on Page 2 Paragraph 9, that there was “substantially less space than at other Cumberland Farms of that layout; specifically the Cumberland Farms on Route 132 in Hyannis”.
There was then discussion about Cumberland Farms and the issue that the curved end of pump island to the curb of the building itself is where there seems to be a lot of issues with backing up.  The layout is similar to the corporate layout in Hyannis but is reduced in size.
Some concerns discussed were:

Hose not long enough to fill vehicles on both sides.
People do not know how to enter and exit pump isles.

There are employee parking issues and parking across the street.

There are traffic pattern issues.
Not enough people at register.
It was decided that Vice – Chairman Kokkins would put together a letter to Cumberland Farms refereeing to the discussion and invite them to attend a meeting with Field Engineering. 

It was suggested by Member Ferrari, as a short term solution, to possibly have employees directing traffic.

Vice – Chairman Kokkins asked for suggestions from the Public, Member Ryder asked the press to publish in the article that the Board is asking for suggestions from the public.    

Motion made by Member Ryder to approve the minutes of April 1, 2013 as amended, seconded by Member North.

Clerk Hills questioned the Budget that was reported to the Board for May, 2013 on the line items of:

Consulting Line Item:  Vice – Chairman Kokkins explained that the funds enable the Board to ask advice from a Planner. 

Computer Mapping: Clerk Hills suggested holding off on the GIS spending because of the Assessors’ Office Town Meeting Vote to get GIS equipment. 
Master Plan:  The it was suggested that they having more discussion in the future about the Route 6 and Front Street area and potential effect of the 40B.  Many of the Budget items are mostly to support a part- time planner or consultant and for assistance with the Master Plan. 

There was also discussion on the line items of travel, memberships and subscriptions which are rarely used expenses. 

Clerk Hills asked if there was a contract with the Town Engineer. 

Member Ryder explained that they went through a Bid process through the years with Field Engineering.  

After discussion Vice – Chairman Kokkins asked for The Planning Assistant to look for a contract for the Consulting Engineer, Field Engineering.  It was also suggested the Assistant ask Judy if money can be put into a 53G account after an application has been voted on.  
Member Ryder commented on an article in the paper where an Energy Management Committee member was quoted regarding the Solar Bylaw.  There was discussion about comments that had been made in the newspaper and how it is inappropriate for any board or committee to make comments to the Newspapers.
Chairman McArdle commented that we need to start with a clean slate and come to the table more prepared.  It was suggested that the language in the current bylaw is good but changes need to be made to reach common ground.
It was decided that each Board member would put together by June 26, a bullet list of key issues of the Bylaw.  Then a discussion on the Solar Bylaw would be put on the July 1 agenda. 
Motion made by Member Ryder to adjourn, seconded by Member North at 8:07 P.M.
