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Commencement – Chairman Kokkins called the regular meeting to order at 7:00P.M. 
ANR Application – Dennis and Karen Clemishaw Map 21 Lot 62 c/o G.A.F. Engineering, Inc.

Kevin Forgue of G.A.F. Engineering explained that the applicants are eliminating property lines within a larger piece of property. Previously a Marion Building Permit was rescinded due to lack of frontage, which this action will resolve. A portion of the land is in Rochester and the Rochester Planning Board had no problem endorsing the plan so entire property becomes one lot. Mr. Forgue noted that it is up to the assessors as to what the map and lot would be; the address will be in Rochester. They had spoken with both Towns fire and police regarding the emergency access and it was acceptable.   
Vice-Chairman Hills noted that part of the Planning Board Form 2A checklist is missing and needs to be fixed.

Chairman Kokkins stated that a letter should come from the Rochester Town Government stating that it is the town’s responsibility to provide emergency services. Kevin Forgue responded that they are scheduling a meeting with the Rochester and Marion Police, Fire and Building inspectors. He noted that their endorsement of the Plan acknowledged sufficient emergency access. 
Motion made by Vice – Chairman Hills to sign the ANR plan with the understanding that  we will not release the Mylar until we receive a letter from the Town of Rochester that the public safety services are provided, seconded by  Member Gonsalves.

VOTE: 5-0-0
Discussion – Proposed Formula Business Bylaw

It was noted that the Master Plan subcommittee was also looking at all the bylaws and have spoken with Mr. Dawson who is having an outside company codify the bylaws. 
The Formula Business Bylaw V1.1 dated February 12, 2015 was discussed.  It was noted that if the bylaws were approved by the Board they would need to go to Town Counsel for review and through the public hearing process.

 Motion made by Member Ferrari to put the proposed formula Business Bylaw V.1.1 as amended to Town Counsel Jon Witten with questions (1) about control of the interior and (2) removal of the footnote, seconded by Clerk Lane.

Vote: 5-0-0 
The Dimensional Use Bylaw V1.1 dated February 12, 2015 was discussed and it was noted that it would need to go to Town Counsel for review.
Motion made by Member Ferrari to propose that the Dimensional Use Bylaw V1.1 put before the Board with the following exceptions: including maximum lot coverage under Residential A, B and E be amended to be 50%; the minimum green space be 50%; in addition include the words maximum lot coverage through  permit granting authority;  below the table - do not include cross reference;  on page 2 include the paragraph starting with any zoning bylaw conflicts through subdivision control bylaws;  include second definition with max lot coverage edit to include decks , patio, panels; under #1 buildable #2 covered; in green space bring to Attorney Witten’s attention the definition of vegetative cover is it to be redundant to any other bylaws, seconded by Clerk Lane.

Vice Chairman Hills commented that if it is not clear what they are trying to solve then it is hard to determine if this proposal accomplishes the objective. He noted that this change is significant enough that they will need more than one public hearing before the Town Meeting. He pointed out how the definitions have confusing wording and conflict with existing Bylaw definitions.
Clerk Lane noted that in any case the Board is not in favor of the proposed Citizen’s Petition.

It was noted that if there are substantive changes at the Public Hearing they may need to delay the Bylaw because it will need a second round of advertising and would miss the warrant for this Town Meeting.   
VOTE: 4-1-0 Note: Vice Chairman Hills Voted Nay
Discussion – Proposed Bylaws, Blight and Nuisance

Member Ferrari explained that the proposed bylaws are being reviewed by the Building Commissioner who feels he has enough legal direction without these proposed bylaws.  It was noted that if more work needs to be done they could possibly be brought up for Fall Town meeting. 

Discussion – Master Plan Update, Technical Assistance

Vice Chairman Hills presented a draft Technical Assistance Grant Application.  It requests $4,000 for the Housing Element of the Master Plan and $12,000 for a Climate Change Resiliency Analysis which would support the Master Plan. The proposed Grant applications are required to be submitted for February 28, 2015. Also presented was a contract from SRPEDD that they have revised and sent back to SRPEDD. 
Discussion – Forms and Documents

Vice Chairman Hills presented draft changes in the forms.  Chairman Kokkins suggested identifying the problems with the forms as they correlate to the bylaws.

Discussion – Annual Town Report
Chairman Kokkins noted that the Town Report was required to be submitted this week and he would have a draft emailed to the Board for review.
Approval of Minutes Note: Did not hear motions for either set of minutes.
