Mr. Rob Collum called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.
Minutes:  Mr. Collum motioned to accept the minutes from September 8, 2008. Motion was seconded by Mr. Heavey. All in favor.

Anytime Fitness – 7:15PM:  Josh Onffroy and Chris Charron attended the meeting to not only present their response regarding the concerns the board members have for tanning procedures at this establishment. Mr. Collum had a few questions:

1. How many staff members there were total? 

Answer:  Mr. Charron stated 4 to start with at this time. 
2. What qualifies the amount of time a person can tan and who will determine their skin type?

Answer:  The staff will determine the time and skin type of the clients tanning. 

3. Who will be cleaning the tanning beds/booths?

Answer: The clients will clean the tanning beds/booths after their session. 

Comment:  Mr. Heavey stated a staff person will need to clean the tanning bed/booth after each session, not the client.

Mr. Onffroy stated a security system has been installed for key card access for members. Mr. Fisher recommended using disposable eyewear as opposed to reusable eyewear. Mr. Onffroy and Mr. Charron will email additional amendments to concerned response from September 30, 2008 letter and will send hard copy to office. 

2 Nestlebrook:  Mr. Fisher presented the plans for 7 Ellis Street requesting a 3 foot separation variance to groundwater. Board members approved variance. All in Favor

Recycling Center: Mr. Fisher stated the demo was complete on the excavator and that it would not be a feasible piece of equipment for the recycling center. He also stated the new guy; Brad was working out real well. 

Public Hearing – 7:30 PM - 48 Clark Street Variances

Mr. Collum called Public Hearing to order and Carol Brodeur read the article published in the Milford Daily News regarding the 2 variances for 48 Clark Street.

· A variance of a property setback of 5 feet from an existing property line 

· A variance to decrease the minimum separation between the bottom of the septic system and seasonal high ground water from 4 feet to 3 feet 
The members reviewed the plans submitted and Mr. Heavey motioned to approve the 5 foot setback to the property line variance. Motion was 2nd by Mr. Collum  So Motioned

Mr. Heavey motioned to approve the 1 foot variance from 4 feet to 3 feet separation to groundwater variance. Motion was 2nd by Mr. Collum. So Motioned.
Mr. Collum closed Public Hearing at 7:45 PM.
