Mr. Collum called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.
Minutes:  Mr. Collum motioned to accept the minutes from July 13, 2009. Motion was seconded by Mr. Heavey. All in favor.

12 Iarussi Way:  The board approved the plans for the well plans at this location.
Lot #21 Deerfield Road: The board approved the plans for the septic system repair at 21 Deerfield Road.

104 Oakland Street: The board approved the plans for the septic system repair at 104 Oakland Street

4 Rainbow Drive: The board approved the 3’ variance from the 10’ set back to 7’ for a porch to be built around the side of the house. Mr. Heavey stated the porch would not be allowed to be enclosed to be used for another room.

Commercial Units:  Board members unanimously voted for owners of multiunit (4 or more) residences who want to be removed off the town trash program to hire a private hauler would have to be classified as commercial property by the field card from the Assessors office. The current towns’ trash regulations do not define multiunit’s (4 or more units) as commercial. 
81 Oakland Street:  Paul Revell appeared before the board again to request a variance of more than 10 chickens as stated in the Animal Regulations. Per last meeting Mr. Revell stated he had 17 chickens and the Animal Control officer took 7 of the chickens away due to non-compliance of the regulations of how many chickens can be kept on a property (see attached) and not having a permit for the chickens. Mr. Heavey stated the decision made at the last meeting would still stand however the board members granted Mr. Revell the variance to keep the 17 chickens on one property temporarily until he could reduce the count to 10 and gave him a 4 month time period to do so. The board members did state Mr. Revell could have 10 chickens on each of his properties (81 Oakland Street and 79 Oakland Street) with 2 separate permits. Motion was made for the variance by Mr. Collum and 2nd by new board member Kathleen McCarthy. All in favor. So Motioned.
Marion Comm. Retreat Center:  Bill Drexel called and requested a postponement until the next board meeting due to finalization of information is still in progress.  Mr. Collum updated Kathleen McCarthy on the events that have and are taking place on the Marion Project. Mr. Fisher had requested a Title 5 be done approximately 6 weeks ago on the system and it has not been done.  Mr. Heavey suggested a formal letter now be written to Marion requesting a Title 5 be done on the property requiring the results be turned into the Board of Health office. 
5 West Street:  Mr. Fisher informed the board the building inspector is going to issue orders for the property. The house sits on the Medway side of the property and the barn sits on the Bellingham side of the property. A letter should be written to Bellingham stating the barn should be torn down.
Beavers:   Mr. Fisher informed the board the beaver damn at Wellington Street has been broken up and some of the water pressure has been relieved.
Pro Bark, Inc.:   Mr. Fisher stated he is waiting for the contract to be signed and returned from Pro Bark, Inc.
Expressions by Friends:  Mr. Fisher informed the board this establishment still has not submitted their paperwork for renewal of their tanning operation. Mr. Collum motioned  an order is to be written tomorrow stating if their paperwork is not in to the Board of Health office by the 24th of August their operation would be shut down as of the 25th of August 2009 for the rest of this year.  Motioned unanimously voted. So Motioned
44 Main Street:  Mr. Collum stated he drove by this address and it has all been cleaned up.
Amendment of approved minutes from July 13, 2009: Mr. Heavey motioned to amend the minutes regarding the Marion Community stating According to the plans, the new system that is going to be in the rear of the building will tie into the existing system in the front of the building and the numbers would be re-reviewed to “According to the proposed plans, the new system that is going to be in the rear of the building will tie into the existing system in the front of the building and the numbers would be re-reviewed” The current plans state the permit is issued to connect into the Summer Street lift station.” The motion was 2nd by Kathleen McCarthy. All in favor. So Motioned.

Intermunicipal Agreement: Mr. Fisher informed the board the agreement had been signed by the Board of Selectmen.

10 Richards Road:  Mr. Fisher informed the board this property is hooked up to town water and also has a well. The well has not been able to be approved for potable use due to the high count of manganese in the water. He requested the board to approve the residence to be shut off from the town service and permit the well to be used. The board members unanimously voted to allow the well to be used. 
Recycling Center:  Mr. Fisher informed the board the area around the metal dumpster is deteriorating and would like to get quotes on a concrete cap. The board approved the request. He also stated the hinge on the gate broke and needs to be repaired. Mr. Collum stated to get it fixed as long as it would not cost too much money.

265 Village Street: A complaint was called into the office on 08/04/09 requesting an inspection of her home for water leaks, serious black mold in her kitchen, basement and bathroom and septic back up in her home as well. Mike Catalano visited the property and confirmed all of the above and stated he would contact the landlord. The landlord called back on 08/07/09 to state he had taken care of the mold issues and the leaks and would like Mike C to revisit. Mr. Fisher revisited the site the following week and issued orders to have the mold and leaks fixed within 10 days, some painting and slow drainage in the toilet, bathtub and sink fixed within 30 days, a Title 5 done on the septic system with results to the Board of Health office within 15 days for receipt of the order notice and the system pumped immediately after the system inspection with the pumping notification also sent to the Board of Health office. 
Robert Briggs: Mr. Fisher informed the board Shady Oaks Dairy still does not have a permit to sell dairy products. He was refused a permit back in February due to non payment of back taxes. Mr. Collum told Mr. Fisher to issue a letter to Mr. Briggs stating he must obtain his permit within 30 days from receipt of his letter or he must be shut down.

Board of Health Regulations:  Carol Brodeur made a suggestion to the board to consider updating the board of health by laws and regulations. The members agreed and stated it will be further discussed at the next meeting. 
Guest Attendees: Suzanne Kennedy & Andrew Espinosa: Suzanne Kennedy and Andrew Espinosa appeared before the board to inform the board members of a regional health service program which would allow services to be shared in a region to hopefully decrease costs for the town and increase more services. Ms. Kennedy requested Bill Fisher to attend a meeting tomorrow 08/18/09. 
Meeting was adjourned at 9:15PM.
Next meeting is scheduled to be held on Monday, September 14th, 2009 at 7PM in the Board of Health Office.
