Mr. Collum called the meeting to order at 6:25 PM.
Mr. Collum motioned to approve the minutes from November 29, 2010 2nd by Mr. Heavey All in Favor

Mike Grath:  Nothing to update as of yet.

Beaver Dam:  The Town of Holliston called to let us know they released the damn and wanted to give us a heads up in case there are any issues of flooding.
29 Causeway Street:  Septic plan review and approval. No variances requested
134 Lovering Street:  Septic plan review and approval. No variances requested

9 Guernsey Street – Housing Complaint:  Mr. Fisher sent out orders to fix issues at hand to Gordon white. Mr. White called and said he would have everything all done by Friday 12/17/10
Goulds Plaza:  Grease tank installation.  Mr. Fisher stated there is an urgency to get this tank installed. If the tank overflows, the clean up could get quite costly. He stated plans need to be submitted to the Board of Health for the grease tank installation.
Beavers:  Beavers seem to be pretty active in several areas of town. There are 2 beaver dams on Winthrop Street with beaver deceivers and the beavers are trying to build another culvert on Lovering Street
127 Maple Lane – Bed Bugs: Mr. Fisher went to investigate this residence regarding the complaint for bed bugs. He said he did not see any sign of the bugs. The woman whose name is Ramona stated she went to her doctors to get confirmation that the marks on her body are indeed from bed bugs. Mr. Fisher stated he would speak with her doctor and see if he can confirm to him what the marks are and the Doctor stated he could not confirm that they were bed bug bites. Northwest Pest Control was contacted to go to residence and treat the whole house and they also said they did not see any sign of bed bugs.
265 Village Street:  Mr. Fisher filed a complaint in Wrentham District Court against Mr. Einis. Mr. Einis stated he could not make the court date due to he had a previous court attendance that day so the hearing was continued. He stated the boiler was installed on Wednesday. There was asbestos present and DEP had to be notified. DEP visited the residence and took some samples and confirmed there was asbestos present. DEP called Mr. Einis and told him an abater had to go in and remove the asbestos. More work had to be done on the boiler due to it did not have the auto water feeder on it and Myrtle Wouters had to put water into the unit approximately every 30 to 45 minutes. Auto feed was installed on the system and it is working however it is spitting out a little bit of water. Court date was rescheduled for December 14, 2010.
Sewer Odor – Alder Street:  Property was changed over from septic to sewer. There are no leaks in the house. If there were leaks outside, they would permeate into the house. Mr. Fisher inquired if the system had been pumped and all but Cybex was pumped.
Marian Community: Plans were submitted to the Board of Health but there are still things that have to be addresses.  The Fire Chief, Plumbing Inspector and the Electrical Inspector have signed off on the permit. Building Inspector, John Emidy will not sign off until his board signs off on the permit.

2012 Budgets: Budgets will be submitted with level funding for 2012. If there is a cut, the town will be looking for a 5% cut. The 5% will come out of the VNA expense and an impact statement will have to be written to state the impact of the 5% cut. Mrs. McCarthy requested to be given a copy of the services VNA provides the Town of Medway. The board members suggested checking the Town Meeting vote for the Part Time Inspector for the Board of Health.

Board of Health Fees:  No increase is recommended at this time.
License renewals were signed by board members.
