Mr. Collum called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.
Mr. Collum motioned to approve the minutes from June 21, 2010 2nd by Mr. Heavey All in Favor

23 Village Street:  Board members discussed chicken situation at 23 Village Street. Mr. Collum stated even though the premises would be operated as a farm and the Board of Health regulations would not pertain to that operation, it would still need to be inspected for refrigeration and sanitation purposes for where the product (eggs) would be kept. Mr. Collum suggested Mr. Fisher look up egg standards under code regulations for eggs. Outside of that, for now, Mr. Roberts can have his count of chickens. He does meet the guidelines of at least 1 acre of land for the keeping of farm animals through Zoning and through the Board of Health regulations. He received his Certificate of authorization for an operational farm to be known as Village Farm located at 23 Village Street, Medway, MA 02053.
7 Woodland Road:  Board members reviewed a septic repair plan needing a variance of 1 foot = to a 4 to 3 foot separation to groundwater. Plan approved by board members pending approval from Conservation Commission. 
29 Ellis Street:  Board members reviewed and approved a septic repair plan 

88 Lovering Street:  Board members reviewed a septic repair plan for an increased system from a 3 bedroom to a 4 bedroom system. The groundwater rated high at 32 inches, the system is within a 50 foot wetland area and they are only 10 feet off the easement. The plan is designed for a monolithic tank. This plan must go before Conservation. The board members approved the plan pending Conservations review and approval. No variance is needed for this plan.

Jason Roberts – 6:45PM:  Mr. Roberts appeared before the board and presented his recently acquired business license for an operational farm to be known as Village Farm and a letter signed by all of his abutters with no contest. He stated his eggs would be first laid on premises and transported to his place of residence at 27 Leland Road, Norfolk, MA to be washed and candled and stored for the time being until he decides to set up facilities in Medway for the same process. He said he may sell his eggs in Medway at a roadside stand. Mr. Fisher stated he would call Alex McDonald from the Department of Agriculture to confirm Mr. Roberts’s process.
Choate Pond:  Testing continues to be done. Ducks were seen at pond and test results came back high on contamination. A count of 2000 cfu’s on the left and 80 cfu’s on the right side.
4A Norfolk Ave:   A letter for orders for non-compliance was sent out to Mr. Solari and he called and stated the repairs are almost complete and should be ready for inspection soon.

Recycling Center: DPW Director, Tom Holder scheduled a crew to go up to the recycling center and do some cleanup work, (cut back bushes, clean out shed, throw out unwanted debris). He is having new signs made and will be ordering attire as well for uniformity.
Marian Community: Bill Fisher met with the head Sister to see if there was anything going on. There has been no response from Jim Tussino or Bill Drexel regarding requested information such as pics, data or as-built. Carol Love came to the office to pick up an invoice for the engineering fees.
