Sarah McColgan - Tobacco Regulation Update
7:30PM

Mr. Collum called the meeting to order at 6:35 PM.
Mr. Collum motioned to approve the minutes from July 19, 2010 2nd by Mr. Heavey All in Favor

Sara McColgan – Tobacco Regs:  Sara appeared before the board to present some new products being purchased by minors and do not fall under the tobacco regulation enforcement and to discuss grants coming from the state for inspections. She also handed out a new template for the tobacco regulations for updating.
John Ryder – 7:00 PM:  John appeared before the board to request a 4’ variance for the installation of a grease trap to catch the grease coming from the kitchen at Restaurant 45. Setback regulation is 10’ feet – tank is designed at 6 feet from the building. The establishment still must have an internal grease trap. Mr. Collum motioned to approve the 4 foot variance. Motion seconded by Mr. Heavey. All in favor. So Motioned.

Food Allergy Course:  Bill Fisher informed the board he attended the Food Allergy Course and new regulations stating food menus must show warnings of allergies as of October 1, 2010.
Flu Clinics:  Bill Fisher informed the board of 2 upcoming flu clinics that Medway will be hosting. We will receive 250 doses of the flu vaccine. The first clinic will be held on October 14th, 2010 at the Medway Senior Center on Oakland Street from 11am to 1pm. This clinic will be supplied with 100 doses for seniors only. The second clinic will be held on October 20, 2010 also at the Medway Senior Center from 5pm to 7pm using the rest of the 150 doses for uninsured persons, pregnant women and persons with underlying medical conditions.
2A Sunset Drive:  Mr. Fisher informed the board of a nuisance complaint that was reported regarding 2A Sunset Drive. The nuisance complaint was for smoke blowing out of chimney and creating a nuisance to the neighbors. A letter was sent stating the owners cannot cause a nuisance to the neighbors and orders stating this must be corrected. Possible causes were cap on the chimney is too low not allowing smoke to rise up high enough, burning green wood and using an older stove. 
14 Broken Tree Road:  Bill fisher presented a building permit for approval for a relocation of a septic tank. The owner is building a deck and needs to relocate the septic tank out beyond the deck towards the back field. Building permit was approved

2 Fairway Lane:  Septic plan approval – no variance needed. Plan approved

9 Guernsey Street:  An order was issued to 9 Guernsey Street for violations regarding State Sanitary Code 105 CMR 410 minimum standards for Human Habitation. The owner needs to fix issues of mold, paint and other maintenance within the residence. 
68 A Lovering Street:  An order was issued to 68 A Lovering Street for violations regarding State Sanitary Code 105 CMR 410 minimum standards for Human Habitation. The owner needs to remove material blocking entrance ways. 

Solid Waste Transition: Carol Brodeur and Bill Fisher met with Tom Holder to discuss the start of the transition of the Solid Waste account. 
Recycling Center: Bill Fisher informed the board the next process at the Recycling center will be to contract the chipper for the brush.

Board of Health Regulations:  A discussion was held to start revisiting all the Board of Health regulations for revisions.
