The meeting was opened at 7:00 pm.
There were no Citizen Comments.

CONSULTANT REPORTS — Brian Marchetti, Tetra Tech

25 Summer St.:

The Board is in receipt of an email dated September 24, 2013 from Dave Pellegri from Tetra
Tech in relation to 25 Summer St. (See Attached)

Member Hayes wants to see the grading plan for the entire site since it is being raised.
Member Spiller-Walsh would like to see the comparison of the two plans.

The Board 1s in agreement that this is a minor modification which warrants a more thorough
discussion.

Consultant Marchetti from Tetra Tech informed the Board that he has looked at the plan. There

is less of slope going through the property to the back. The other change is to the basin, but there
is no net volume change to the basin. The basin is still going to capture the same amount of water.
It was recommended that the bottom of the basin be 231°. This should be noted on the plan.

This would show the 2 ft. above the ledge.

The applicant will be made aware that they will need to be scheduled to come to the Board to
discuss this change.

OTHER BUSINESS
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Applegate Farms:
The Board is in receipt of a request dated October 4, 2013 for an extension of deadline for action
from Ralph Costello for the proposed modification to the Applegate Farm definitive subdivision

plan. (See Attached)

Extension Deadline:
On a motion made by Karyl Spiller-Walsh and seconded by Matt Hayes, the Board voted
unanimously to extend the deadline for action for Applegate Farms to October 30, 2013.

Charles River Village:

Resident Richard Dilulio informed the Board that during the paving at Charles River Village, the
road (Charles River Road) was blocked, so residents were not able to enter or exit. There was
also not police detail on site. Another concern is that the road was dug out so much that cars
were almost bottoming out.

The Board would like a letter to be sent to the applicant addressing this situation.

Hill View Estates — Public Hearing Continuation

The Board is in receipt of an email from Tony Biocchi acting as official representative for Hill
View Estates dated October 7, 2013. (See Attached). He has requested a continuation to the
October 22™ mtg.

Susy Affleck-Childs informed the Board that the applicant was supposed to submit supplemental
plans for review along with payment for the new plans to be reviewed. The applicant has not
completed those tasks.

Susy suggested the Board continue the public hearing to November 12, 2013 since the applicant
has not yet submitted the necessary paperwork or paid the plan review invoice.

On a motion made by Matt Hayes and seconded by Karyl Spiller-Walsh, the Board voted
unanimously to continue the public hearing on Hill View Estates until November 12, 2013
at 7:15 pm.

Selectmen Dennis Crowley began speaking about this project. He was informed that there can
be no discussion, since the public hearing is not open at this point. He was encouraged to submit
something in writing for the future hearing.

The Chairman offered that staff and consultants would make themselves available for a meeting
with residents to let citizens ask their questions and clarify the review process.

Resident Tracy Stewart expressed on behalf of the residents, they would accept an offer for such
a meeting.
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Susy explained that Board members cannot be part of the meeting with the residents. This was
discussed with Town Counsel. There will be a recording of the meeting and those notes can be
entered into the record during the subsequent public hearing.

Board of Selectmen member Crowley reported that he received a telephone call with a complaint
that there is a flier being placed in residents mailboxes with the Cumberland farms logo. This is

illegal.

Tracy Stewart responded that she was not aware of the flier and she will communicate to her
members to make sure they are playing on fair ground.

The Chairman began the discussion portion of the meeting by referencing a list of questions
generated from the last public hearing. (See Attached)

Questions and Responses as follows:

How quickly will the detained stormwater flow to Sumer St?
Per engineer Phil Henry, when the water enters, it will take about 25 hours for all to leave system.

Stormwater Operation and Maintenance Plan Schedule:

Per engineer Phil Henry, the full stormwater operation and maintenance plan is available online
as part of the stormwater reporter. This was prepared by Civil Design Group dated June 28, 2013.
Copies of the stormwater operations and maintenance plan were distributed to board members.
(See Attached)

What else can be done to manage stormwater on site?

Phil Henry reported that he had met with DPS Deputy Director Dave Damico to discuss
stormwater management alternatives. It was determined that the only means of managing this
water is to connect to the Town’s stormwater drainage system on Summer St.

The Board was provided with a letter from Phil Henry/Civil Design Group dated September 27,
2013 to Dave D’ Amico regarding the stormwater drainage system. (See Attached)

A letter from DPS Deputy Director Dave Damico dated September 26, 2013 was provided. (See
Attached)

The Board was also provided with a copy of the Town’s General Bylaw relative to stormwater
management. It was adopted in 2005. (See Attached). It was noted that the applicant will need
to submit a formal application for a stormwater connection permit to the Medway DPS.

Is there enough room for pull around and left turn into Cumberland Farms?

The applicant did present on an overhead presentation to show that there is enough room for a
vehicle to pass by a left turning vehicle into CF (from southbound Summer Street traffic south of
Milford Street). Tighe and Bond traffic engineer Jason Plourde indicated that the volumes do not
warrant a separate left turn lane.
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Tetra Tech traffic engineer Mike Hall concurred with that assessment. There will only be 15
cars turning in an hour.

Consultant Carlucci responds that although the volume numbers do not warrant such, how do
they compare to the state standards.

Jason Plourde reported that there are four conditions needed for a left turn lane and this site does
not meet the criteria.

The Chairman indicated that the crossing guard at the high school has traffic backed up into the
intersection at routes 109/126. The police matron is doing this. The person does not know that
the traffic is stopped. This employee cannot see that she is backing up traffic.

The Board thought that having a discussion with the traffic guard might be beneficial. It was
also suggested that a discussion could be had with Safety Officer Jeff Watson and the High
School representative. This is a high school generated issue. There maybe a different entrance
off of Adams St which could be used.

Jason Plourde explained that field observations were completed. The passenger vehicles
observed included an SUV.

Resident Tony Biocchi responded that he uses this road everyday and it takes 10 minutes to get
through this intersection from the high school.

Jason Plourde responded that the vehicles traveled on this road were recorded all day. They got
counts of all traffic going by the site along with vehicular speed. We used the vehicle speed to
determine the site distance.

It was suggested that traffic counts be done where Rustic Rd connects to Summer St along with
looking at cut through traffic pre-and post development.

The Chairman would like the applicant to explore further types of traffic mitigation.

Mike Hall responded that the applicant could look at such things as retiming the traffic light, or
traffic measures which make it not smart to cut through the side streets. The speed tables could
be raised up slightly; or there could be a three way stop sign at Rustic/Little Tree.

Board of Selectmen member Dennis Crowley communicated that the Board of Selectmen wants
to make sure the traffic numbers are accurate and certified.

The Board responded that the applicant’s traffic numbers were reviewed by the Town hired Tetra
Tech consultant Mike Hall. The analysis was gathered, collected and reported on. This was then
provided to the Board for review.

Cumberland Farms responded that they subcontracted this out and a certified report was
provided.
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Mike Hall responded that the numbers are consistent.

Tracy Stewart responded that she doesn’t feel buses can get by with traffic making a left hand
turn into Cumberland Farms south of Milford Street.

Chairman Rodenhiser responded that there could be money put into an escrow as part of the
decision to pay for mitigation measures. The applicant would pay for this.

Resident at 7 Little Tree responded that the slides shown doesn’t show a car at the intersection
being able to get by. Currently, there is no existing stop sign at that location.

Jason Plourde responded that yes, a car could get by.

Resident at 14 Little Tree responds that she walks on the sidewalk and this would create a safety
hazard if people can use the left turn.

Jason Plourde responded that they did traffic counts and evaluated the current conditions. They
have not reduced the size of the shoulders to accommodate bicycles and strollers. We can look at

this.

Selectmen Crowley responded that the corner (southeast) is Town owned land, and this could
possibly be taken into consideration to move the sidewalk to the left.

Susy suggested that the applicant do traffic counts during the weekday bus hour time AM and
PM for the whole day.

Jason Plourde indicated the applicant is open to fixing existing problems.

Tracy Stewart wanted it communicated that Cumberland Farms will be a pass-by versus a
destination.

Jason Plourde responded that this is not correct. It will be a combination of pass-by and
destination.

Resident Matt Buckley, 101 Main St., responded that the left had turn is a concern of his.

Resident Paul Yorkis, 7 Independence Lane, expressed his support of this applicant but wants to
see pedestrian traffic looked at more closely and how the concept of it can be included in the
plan. There is going to be an outdoor seating area. He would like the Board to look at
improving the cross walk with audio signals.

Jason Plourde responded he did look at audio signals and it is important to make sure there is
pedestrian demand. He does not think there is not enough pedestrian demand throughout the day
for audio signals. It can be proposed but is out of our control because the State determines this.
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Paul Yorkis encouraged this request for a safer use of the intersection.

Susy informed the Board that there has been no specific request relating to the desired hours of
operation.

Cumberland Farms representative Ruthann McCarthy responded that there are no deliveries
before 6:00 am and there will close at 11:00 pm. The gasoline deliveries are scheduled and we
can specify certain day and time.

The Chairman asked if there will be storage sheds outside.

Ruth Ann McCarthy responded that there are outdoor storage sheds and there will be enclosures
around them which the employees will need to access. Keeping this clean and closed is part of
the maintenance plan and is not an issue.

Paul Yorkis explained that there are two types of storage. One relates to the disposal of empty
product containers. His concern is with the other kind of storage which is on the sidewalk such as
displays of retail products — wood, water, propane tanks. He expressed his hope that the selling
of retail products would be within the store instead of outside the store. This would be for

aesthetic purposes.

The Cumberland Farms representative responded that the only thing outside on the site will be
bundles of wood and a Redbox (for movies)

Tracy Stewart wanted to know if the Redbox will be open only during the business hours of
operations.

Ruthann McCarthy from Cumberland Farms responded that typically the Redbox is open around
the clock. She indicated they have never been asked to unplug a Redbox.

What did Bellingham include in its CF decision for times of delivery?

Susy communicated to the Board that she spoke with Stacy Wetstein the Town Planner in
Bellingham and there is nothing noted in the Bellingham Cumberland Farms decision which
referenced the delivery hours.

An hour of operation spreadsheet was reviewed.

Attorney Peter Paulousky indicated that the applicant is formally asking for 6:00 am to 10:00 pm.
This would not be a 24 hour operation.

What is the status of the easement to allow CF to use the easternmost part of the Avellino
property to access the CF site that will be covered by the lease agreement?

Peter Paulousky informed the Board that the draft language of the easement is not completed and
will be worked on.

Has Sergeant Watson reviewed the plans?
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The Board was in receipt of a review letter from Medway Safety Officer Sergeant Jeff Watson.
(See Attached). There was a recommendation for the installation of a driveway feedback sign on
west bound Milford Street east of eastern entrance to CF. It would include the stated speed sign
and electronic sign to display actual speed and this would help to slow traffic down.

Jason Plourde showed an image of the sign and has no problem accommodating this. This is
local roadway He did note that the Town will need to go to MASS DOT to change the posted

The Board acknowledged that there was a request included in the citizens’ petiti
not approve or grant any waivers.

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Member Karyl Spiller-Walsh responded that the applicant is seeking a variance for the sign, but
we (DRC) still need to have an internal evaluation of what the design is. This has to do with
lighting and size.

The area of the canopy is in compliance.

The Design Review Committee will review the new renderings and will provide a letter back to
the Planning and Economic Development Board. It was noted that the new renderings submitted
tonight do not show the green bands around the top of the canopy and building.

Paul Yorkis communicated the applicant needs to further review the sign bylaw since there are
two gas signs and another sign with discounted gas at every CF site. He again expressed his
support of the project. He hopes the applicant will find a way to implement the project so it is
tasteful and in compliance with sign bylaw. He further states that there is an existing business
near the property called Restaurant 45 which has outdoor seating. There is an outside eating area
at Cumberland Farms. He is concerned about how the outside seating area will be managed.

The Chairman would like the applicant to come up with an operational plan for maintaining the
outside area. This will be part of the decision.

The Cumberland Farm representative responded that the project manager makes multiple sweeps
for loose trash. There are 20 security cameras all around the property which display in the store
manager’s office.

The residents at 37 Milford wanted to know how sound disturbances are handled?

Member Hayes responded that the Town’s zoning enforcement officer is the entity which would
handle this.

Susy explains that the zoning bylaw references sound standards. However, she is not sure if the
Town has the ability/necessary equipment to measure this.

Joe Avellino, the owner of Medway Gardens, stated that he is excited about working with
Cumberland Farms and his business is not going away.

Dave,

1) The stormwater basin is exactly the same size & volume, just shifted slightly to avoid the ledge outcrop and raised the
grades to provide 2 ft. + separation from ledge.

2) No other impacts to pre vs. post analysis. The basin is still capturing the same amount of water from the driveway

within the Right of Way as in original design.
There is no change to runoff going to other runoff points as the grading scheme, although slightly different is still

consistent as to where the runoff is directed on-site.
Possible slight decrease in runoff as the House footprints are smaller than shown on Definitive Modification Plan.

3) No change to impervious area of roadway, only shifted it slightly to avoid ledge.
4) There is no change to the Right of Way location.

Pursuant to our meeting on September 23, 2013, below is a summary of our discussion regarding the necessity of the
proposed 12" drainage connection from the Cumberland Farms project into the municipal drainage system within
Summer Street. Currently the majority of the site drains into the Summer Street drainage system via overland flow. In
order to meet applicable water quality and peak flow rate mitigation requirements under the proposed condition,
runoff from the development area will need to be collected, treated and detained within a closed drainage system.
Since there are no means to provide an onsite surface outfall and due to the presence of shallow bedrock, which
precludes onsite infiltration, a direct connection into the municipal drainage system is necessary. Therefore, this
proposed direct connection is consistent with requirements set forth in Article XXVI, Stormwater Management,

Section 26.5.c.b as follows:

*  There are no other means to direct the discharge elsewhere on property without affecting abutting properties,
sidewalks and roadways.

*  Only non-contaminated water is proposed to be discharged via the direct connection.

* A check valve is proposed to be installed within the drain pipe at the property line.

¢ The direct connection is proposed to be installed at the nearest drain manhole within Summer Street.

Furthermore, the proposed onsite drainage system will improve water quality and reduce peak rates of runoff entering
into the existing municipal drainage system from the site. Refer to the Stormwater Management Report, dated June
28, 2013 for supporting figures, plans and calculations. We trust the information provided above sufficiently address
the comments expressed by the Department of Public Services. Please feel free to contact our office if you have any
additional questions or require further clarification.

Based on comments raised at the September 17, 2013 Planning and Economic Development
Board meeting related to the proposed Cumberland Farms development to be located at
38 Summer Street, neighbors questioned if there is adequate room available along Milford
Street (Route 109) and along Summer Street (Route 126) at the proposed site driveways to
allow mainline through vehicles to bypass left-turning site vehicles. To address this inquiry,
Tighe & Bond, Inc. has coordinated with Civil Design Group, LLC regarding the survey
gathered for the proposed development, conducted field measurements and observations of
travel lanes and traffic patterns, and coordinated with the Town of Medway’s traffic peer
review consultant (Tetra Tech, Inc.). As a result of these efforts, we have prepared this

letter to summarize our findings.

Milford Street Site Driveways

Field survey and inventory indicate there does not appear to be available pavement width to
construct an exclusive left-turn lane on the Milford Street westbound approach at the
proposed site driveways. Based on traffic-volume projections evaluated within the June 14,
2013 Traffic Impact and Access Study, however, the volume of Milford Street left-turning
vehicles at the proposed site driveways is projected to occur only once every 3.75 to
6.67 minutes during the weekday AM, weekday PM, and Saturday midday peak hours. In
addition, Massachusetts Department of Transportation (MassDOT) guidelines for the
construction of exclusive left-turn lanes at unsignalized intersections indicate the volume of
projected left-turn movements on the Milford Street westbound approach into the proposed
site driveways does not satisfy the warrants for an exclusive left-turn lane,

During the event when a Milford Street westbound through vehicle may be behind a left-
turning vehicle at the proposed Milford Street site driveways, that mainline though vehicle
would not create a queue of traffic through the Milford Street and Summer Street signalized
intersection as the site driveway intersections are located to the east of the signalized
intersection. As vehicles traveling along the Milford Street eastbound approach adjacent to
the site are not anticipated to be stopped during normal traffic conditions, there are
anticipated to be sufficient gaps within the traffic stream to limit the delay for vehicles

turning left into the site driveways. Therefore, there is anticipated to be minimum delay for
Milford Street westbound through vehicles at the proposed site driveways.

Summer Street Site Driveway

Field survey and inventory show there are sidewalks provided along the east and west sides
of Summer Street in the vicinity of the site. In addition, there is a bicycle loop detector on
the Summer Street northbound approach to the Milford Street signalized intersection.
Under existing roadway conditions, there does not appear to be available pavement width to
construct an exclusive left-turn lane on the Summer Street southbound approach at the
proposed site driveway. Due to the current accommodations for pedestrians and bicycles, it
is not recommended that the existing sidewalks or shoulders be eliminated.

Based on traffic-volume projections evaluated within the June 14, 2013 Traffic Impact and
Access Study, the volume of Summer Street left-turning vehicles at the proposed site
driveway is projected to occur only once every 3.0 to 5.4 minutes during the weekday AM,
weekday PM, and Saturday midday peak hours. In addition, the volume of projected left-
turn movements on the Summer Street southbound approach into the proposed site
driveway does not satisfy the MassDOT warrants for an exclusive left-turn lane.

To demonstrate the event when a Summer Street southbound through vehicle may be
behind a left-turning vehicle at the proposed site driveway, field observations were
conducted as shown in the attached images. As shown, there appears to be adequate width
available for a passenger vehicle and a sports utility vehicle to bypass a left-turning site
vehicle.

Medway Planning Board:

We write this letter in opposition to the proposed Cumberland Farms location at the intersection of 109
and 126 in Medway. We are the only residential property that will be directly touching this new
development other then the Avolino family who owns the land where the proposed Cumberland Farms
will be. We are saddened and disappointed with the prospect of a convenience store and gas station
next to our home when there is another Cumberland Farms with a gas station under a mile away on 126.
The traffic problems on 109 and 126 abound with no relief in sight and this would make the situation far
worse. We feel that the location of the entrance and egress on 109 are dangerous and will lead to more
accidents.

Our largest concern is the blasting that will be required for this property of ledge to be brought down to
street level and below to house the fuel tanks. Our home is a slab foundation we fear the resulting
damage from the blasts that will take place only feet from our home. We want to know how damages to
our home will be handled as we are sure to have same, the extent of which remains unknown.

Privacy seems to be a complete loss if this site is approved. There is clearly an easement area that is
outside of the Cumberland Farms leased space that will remain a Medway Gardens access road and this
issue must be addressed. That entrance/egress will probably be the most heavily used and is directly
next to our lot line. We expect an eight foot fence to be installed with a berm and natural tree line on
the Cumberland Farms side in the hopes that the trees will shelter the trespassing of light from the
pole/store lights and the fence will shelter our master bedroom from car headlights as they turn to
egress onto 109. The lighting of the proposed Cumberland Farms is a major concern for us. Our master
bedroom, kitchen, and living room will all be subject to light trespassing. If you were to stand in our
driveway or backyard as it is now in the late evening hours you would see black skies and even better
you wouldn’t hear much other then the dull sound of cars driving by. This situation will surely change.

The hours of operation are very concerning to us. We understand that the request is for 5am-12am to
be the hours of operation and this is unacceptable and troublesome. Currently the Dunkin Donuts on
the opposite corner of this site closes at 10pm which leaves the intersection very quiet and peaceful for
the remainder of the night. If this site is allowed to remain open until 12 AM we will have little peace or
dark hours at our home at all. We feel that nothing good will come of being open that late and will only
draw a seedy crowd, especially if the casino in Milford is built. We hope that the planning board leans
towards keeping Medway the small town feel and closing this location at 10pm at the latest. The
outdoor seating area just welcomes loiterers and how can you be considered a loiterer if you are in an
area designed for it? We hope that the planning board leans towards keeping Medway the small town
feel and closing this location at 10pm at the latest, although we wish you would decline the application

completely.



Trash is another issue. Currently our frontage is littered with all sorts of trash. A lot of the trash in our
frontage is from Dunkin Donuts but Medway Gardens certainly holds a good percentage as well. We
have multitude of their plastics, planter pots, and miscellaneous trash on our frontage and back yard
(even with our yard being fenced in).

| am a nearly 15 year Medway resident living on Rockwood Road. | am not in favor of the 24 hour Cumberland Farms
and in agreement with the concerns of another resident regarding the “charm” of Medway. There are indeed plenty of
after-hours services available nearby.

The users of such an establishment would be varied and include residents of Medway and individuals that pass through
Medway. However, what concerns me personally are the users of the establishment after normal hours — these would, |
believe, be heavily weighted towards people who are NOT residents of Medway and only passing through the town to
other destinations. Increased traffic during those hours would result in increased pressure on Medway’s infrastructure
to certainly include the Police Department and potentially the Fire Department and the Public Works Department. This is
not in the best interest of the residents of Medway, which are collectively, the Town of Medway.

Again, | oppose any kind of convenience store at that location, but would be less opposed to an operation with set hours
and a covenant that prohibits expansion of hours for 25 years and only after further approval by the town. | respect the
right of the land owner to maximize value of their property, but not at the detriment to the town and its residents.

There was also mention about the benefit to the town in regards to revenue — I am not expert, but my thoughts are
there would be very little benefit though I would further have to research that statement to present it properly.

I live on Little Tree Road in Medway and I was very surprised that Medway was considering the build out of
another gas station at the corner of routes 16 & 109 in Medway.

I just wanted to take a moment and share my concerns and reasons why I am opposed to this type of
development and I would like to as that you share this email with the Planning and Economic Board

Development.

1. There is already a Cumberland Farms in South Bellingham which is only 0.7 miles away from the proposed
comner of routes 126 & 109. There are 4 others in Medway and several close by in Milford.

2. Traffic Safety - There is already a considerable amount of stop & go traffic at that intersection with people
coming and going thru Dunkin donuts, Restaurant 45 and the Medway Gardens, as well as coming and going
from the Medway high school.

My name is Chris Bell and I reside at 8 Little Tree Rd. I am strongly opposed to a gas station being built at this
location, especially on the scale and design that is proposed. It is an unneccessary addition to the Town of
Medway. There is already a Cumberland Farms gas station less than 1 mile away, and many other gas stations
to choose from in town.

The idea of anything that operates 24 hours in Medway is senseless. This town is one of the best towns in the
area for a reason, let's not deviate from that by inviting late night traffic and everything else that comes with late
night activity. Take the Hess station in Bellingham for example. They lock their doors at night and disperse
items through the thick glass as one might find in a less desirable area or city setting.

Please share this with the committee. We are not in favor of a Cumberland Farms gas station
on the corner of 109 and 126 in the current Medway Gardens location.

We feel this project will have a negative impact on the community of Medway for various
reasons.

1. Safety and Traffic. High school students come to this intersection in the morning and
afternoon and now will be met with additional traffic in many directions and in some cases
tanker trucks getting to the station. We also have to consider delivery trucks for food orders at
the convenience store In addition, students get the bus in the morning and return in the
afternoon on Rt. 109. As well as the fire station and the need to get out in a hurry for fire, etc.
Dunkin Donuts traffic is a problem now. People will use Little Tree and Rustic as a way to get
out of traffic and again we have a bus loading and unloading in the development and these cars
are speeding thru.

Proposed Drainage Connection to the existing Summer Street drainage system

Dear Mr. D’ Amico:

Pursuant to our meeting on September 23, 2013, below is a summary of our discussion regarding the necessity of the
proposed 127 drainage connection from the Cumberland Farms project into the municipal drainage system within
Summer Street. Currently the majority of the site drains into the Summer Street drainage system via overland flow. In
order to meet applicable water quality and peak flow rate mitigation requirements under the proposed condition,
runoff from the development area will need to be collected, treated and detained within a closed drainage system.
Since there are no means to provide an onsite surface outfall and due to the presence of shallow bedrock, which
precludes onsite infiltration, a direct connection into the municipal drainage system is necessary. Therefore, this
proposed direct connection is consistent with requirements set forth in Article XX VI, Stormwater Management,

Section 26.5.¢c.b as follows:

e There are no other means to direct the discharge elsewhere on property without affecting abutting properties,
sidewalks and roadways.

Only non-contaminated water is proposed to be discharged via the direct connection.

« A check valve is proposed to be installed within the drain pipe at the property line.

e The direct connection is proposed to be installed at the nearest drain manhole within Summer Street.

Furthermore, the proposed onsite drainage system will improve water quality and reduce peak rates of runoff entering
into the existing municipal drainage system from the site. Refer to the Stormwater Management Report, dated June
28, 2013 for supporting figures, plans and calculations. We trust the information provided above sufficiently address
the comments expressed by the Department of Public Services. Please feel free to contact our office if you have any
additional questions or require further clarification.

Stormwater Management

Section 26.1  Authority

This By-Law 1is adopted in accordance with the authority granted
M.G.L. Chapter 43B Section 13. The Board of Selectmen is delegated
hereby the responsibility and authority to enforce and administer
this By-Law. The Board cf Selectmen may delegate such aspects of By-
Law enforcement and administration to the Inspector of Buildings, the
Director of the Department of Public Services, and the Medway
Planning and Economic Development Board and such of their
subordinates as the Board of Selectmen may from time-to-time
determine and designate in writing.

Section 26.2 Preamble

In partial fulfillment of the obligations of the Town under the Clean
Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1251 & seq.) (the “Act”) and under the Town'’s
National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System Stormwater Permit,
the Town hereby establishes a comprehensive and fair system of
regulation of Discharge to the Town’s Municipal Separate Storm Sewer
System (gometimes referred to herein as the “MS4”).

Section 26.3  Purpose
The purpose and intent of this By-Law is to:

a. Protect the waters of the U.S. as defined in the Act and
implementing Regulations from uncontrolled Discharges of
Stormwater or Discharges of Contaminated Water which have a
negative impact on the receiving waters Dby changing the
physical, biological and chemical composition of the water
resulting in an unhealthy environment for aquatic organisms,
wildlife and people, and

b. Reduce Discharges of Contaminated Water into the MS4 and
resultant discharges from the MS4 into waters of the U.S. and

improve surface water quality, and

¢. Permit and manage reasonable access to the MS4 to facilitate
proper drainage, and

d. Assure that the Town can continue to fairly and responsibly
protect the public health, safety and welfare.
Section 26.4 Definitions
BOARD: The Board of Selectmen and, to the extent delegated and
designated, shall include the Inspector of Buildings, the Director of
the Department of Public Services, and the Medway Planning and
Economic Development Board and their subordinates.

CONTAMINATED WATER: Water that contains higher levels of Pollutants,
including without limitation implied, heavy metals, toxics, oil and
grease, solvents, nutrients, viruses and bacteria than permitted in
waters of the U.S. by the Act and implementing Regulations.

DIRECT CONNECTION: Any discernible, confined and discrete conveyance
including but not limited to any pipe, drain, channel, conduit,
tunnel, or swale whether above ground or below ground which directs

water into the MS4.

DIRECT CONNECTION LICENSE: A license granted by the Town for the
continued maintenance by an Owner of a Direct Connection to the MS4.

DISCHARGE: Any non-naturally occurring addition of water or of
Stormwater to the MS4.

DUMPING: An act or cmission of any person or entity the proximate
result of which is the introduction of a Pollutant into the MS4.

EXEMPTED DISCHARGES: Discharges from the following sources unless in
any instance such Discharge would result in a substantial and
continuing increase in the level of a Pollutant in the waters of the
U.S.:

water line flushing

landscape irrigation

diverted stream flows

rising ground water

pumped ground water

discharges from potable water sources

foundation drains

alr conditioning condensation

9. irrigation water

10. springs

11. water from crawl space pumps

O30 Uk W

12. footing drains

13. lawn watering

14. individual residential car washing

15. flows from riparian habitats and wetlands

16. dechlorinated swimming pool discharges (e.g. where the
Discharge
contains less than 1 ppm of chlorine.)
17. street wash water
18. rain run-off from roofs

EXISTING SOURCE: Any building, structure, facility or installation
from which there is a flow of Stormwater or Exempted Discharge the
construction of which building, structure, facility or installation
occurred prior to the promulgation of this By-Law.

ILLICIT CONNECTION: BAny drain or conveyance, whether on the surface
or subsurface, which allows an Illicit Discharge to enter the MS4.

ILLICIT DISCHARGE: Any release into the MS4 of Contaminated Water,
any Discharge of Stormwater from a Direct Connection for which a
Direct Connection License is not in force and effect, any Discharge
which is not an Exempted Discharge, or any Discharge from an Indirect
Connection not in compliance with this By-Law.

INDIRECT CONNECTION: The natural drainage of Stormwater over or
under the surface of the ground (whether instigated by human endeavor
or not) wvia gravity into the MS4.

MUNICIPAL SEPARATE STORM SEWER SYSTEM OR MS4: The Stormwater
collection system which is made up of open water courses, swales,

ditches, culverts, canals, streams, catch basins and pipes through
which the stormwater flows and the Town Public Ways over which it
flows which is owned and operated by the Town for the purpose of
collecting or conveying stormwater to a discharge point.

NEW SOURCE: Any building, structure, facility or installation from
which there is or may be a Discharge where the construction of said
building, structure, facility or installation commenced after

adoption of this By-Law.

NPDES PERMIT: The Natiocnal Pollution Discharge Elimination System
Permit issued by the federal Environmental Protection Agency to the

Towr .

OWNER : The owner of a parcel of land recorded in the Assessor’s
Office of the Town.

POLLUTANT : Dredged spoil, solid waste, incinerator residue, filter
back-wash, sewage, garbage, sewage sludge, munitions, chemical
wastes, biological materials, radiocactive materials, rock, sand,

animal or agricultural waste, oil, grease, gasoline or diesel fuel.

PUBLIC WAYS: Any road (including such appurtenances such as berms,
curbs, drains, catch basing, sewers, water mains, sidewalks and paved
and unpaved shoulders within the paper lay-out) to which the public
has access and that the Town is responsible for maintaining.

STORMWATER: Rainfall that exceeds the socil’s capacity to readily
absorb it and which, instead, runs across the surface of the ground

as run-off.

Section 26.5 Prohibitions

a.No person or entity shall do or suffer to be done any Dumping
into the MS4, including without limitation implied, the placing
or emptying into any catch basin or other portal to the MS4, of
any Pollutant.

b. No Owner shall cause an Illicit Discharge to be made to the MS4
whether from a Direct or Indirect Connection.

c. No Direct Connections whether from a New or Existing Source
shall be installed after the Effective Date of this By-Law
without a Direct Connect License issued by the Board.

a. Direct Connection from an Existing Source shall be allowed to
continue after the Effective Date provided that:

1. Owner must disclose the Direct Connection and must within
60 days of the effective date of this By-Law apply for and
thereafter be granted a Direct Connection License, and

2. Owner must Discharge only non-Contaminated Water wvia the
Direct Connectiocn.
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b. Direct Connection from a New Source shall be allowed provided
that:

1. There are no other means to direct the Discharge elsewhere on the property without
affecting abutting properties, sidewalks and the roadway.

2. Owner must Discharge only non-Contaminated Water via the Direct Connection.

Owner apply for and thereafter be granted a Direct Connection License by the Board.

4. A piped connection of a private drain to the MS4 must be done in accordance rules
established by the Board with the following minimum requirements:

[§8]

- A backflow preventor or check valve must be installed outside of, but as near as
possible to, the roadway layout with adequate access for maintenance;

- The drain must be installed from its point of origin to
the nearest drain manhole or catch basin; and

- The installation must be inspected and approved by the
Town prior to backfill.

d. Indirect Connections from Existing Sources shall be allowed
provided that:

i. only Stormwater which is not Contaminated Water is Discharged
or a Discharge constituting an Exempted Discharge occurs, and

ii. the Discharge does not cause safety problems due to icing or
flooding of the Public Ways or cause damage to the Town’'s

property.

e. Indirect Connections from New Sources shall be allowed provided
that:

i. sub-surface infiltration trenches are used which comply with
criteria established in the Town’s Sub-Division Rules and
Regulations, and

ii. only Stormwater which is not Contaminated Water is discharged

or a Discharge constituting an Exempted Discharge occurs.

Section 26.6  Penalties
Any person violating this By-law shall be liable to the Town in the
amount of $50.00 for the first violation and £100.00 for each
subsequent violation which shall inure to the Town. Fines shall be
recovered by indictment, or on complaint before the District Court,
or by non-criminal disposition in accordance with section 21D of
Chapter 40 of the General Laws. Each day of wviolation shall
constitute a separate offense.

RE:  Site Design Review — Cumberland Farms

Dear Andy,

I'wanted to outline some of our findings and recommendations that we discussed with the
applicant during our meeting on Monday, September 23™ 2013, As with the prior meetings, it
was productive and I believe that the applicant was receptive to exploring our recommendations.
However, we still await accurate renderings. The revised renderings, while improved, are still
inaccurate. The representatives for the applicant reflected frustration with their corporate
counterparts in providing accurate and timely drawings.

At the conclusion of our discussion, we compiled a list of items that are inaccurate
elements within the drawings. Phil Henry of the Civil Design Group did accept these and has
promised a letter that specifically calls out each of the points of difference. Accurate renderings
have been our primary request since the first meeting, months ago. We have yet to see
something that can be described as accurate and this is a great concern.

The list of inaccuracies that was compiled is as follows:

e Landscape plans, including location and species of potential specimen trees.
e A signage plan that includes all signs.

e Description of a landscape buffer and fence at East side of property.

° Materials used to face retaining wall at South West corner of property.

e Alternative covers for bollards, including plantings and neutral colors.

e Drawings of the pump stations — They lack bollards.

The DRC discussed the gas canopy and the best ways to mitigate its visual impact. We
suggested that the green striping around the fascia be removed to call less attention to its size.
The renderings which have been provided show a different configuration and scale than in the
drawings. The renderings also show the canopy in an inaccurate foreshortened angle. The DRC
has asked for a view which shows the canopy from straight on to depict scale accurately. We
have also asked for a rendering that shows the heights and density of the proposed plantings that
would buffer the canopy. We have also suggested that the applicant explore the use of the
existing rock ledge. By incorporating some of these natural materials into the landscape, an
appealing visual buffer can be crated, while potentially eliminating the need for blasting.

At the two prior DRC meetings with Cumberland Farms, the applicant agreed to furnish
engineering specifics so that the DRC could create precise drawings for use in our discussions.
This has yet to be provided. The DRC had anticipated meeting with the applicant again on
October 7" but Cumberland Farms was not in a position to bring new materials before the

committee.
This letter was reviewed by the DRC at its October 7" meeting.

I will be in attendance at the next PEDB hearing on Cumberland Farms on Tuesday,
October 8" to clarify any of these points. Please contact me ahead if needed.
